ORDINANCE 2012-284-E
AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE UNIFIED COURTHOUSE PROGRAM; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2007-401-E, TO PROVIDE NEW SUBSECTIONS (C.)(CONSULTATION WITH STATE ATTORNEY) AND (D.) (PROMPT COMPLETION) TO SECTION 4 (RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE, CHIEF JUDGE AND COUNCIL PRESIDENT), TO PROVIDE FOR STATE ATTORNEY ADVICE AND COUNSEL REGARDING THE UNIFIED COURTHOUSE PROGRAM AND THE RENOVATIONS TO THE OLD FEDERAL COURTHOUSE; AND TO URGE PROMPT COMPLETION OF THE UNIFIED COURTHOUSE PROGRAM INCLUDING THE OLD FEDERAL COURTHOUSE; PROVIDING FOR ORDINANCE 2007-401-E TO REMAIN OTHERWISE UNCHANGED AND IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT; PROVIDING FOR EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the Council deems it to be in the public interest to modify the Unified Courthouse Program approved in Ordinance 2007-401-E, so as to ensure State Attorney counsel and advice regarding all matters relating to the exterior and interior design, construction, and furnishing of the renovations to the Old Federal Courthouse, to ensure compliance with industry standards and State Attorney needs in the areas of quality, durability, security, safety, and functionality for the State Attorney’s offices, and to facilitate compliance with funding restrictions; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.  Ordinance 2007-401-E Relating to the Unified Courthouse Program amended.  Section 4 (Responsibilities of the Architectural review Committee, Chief Judge and Council President), of Ordinance 2007-401-E, approving the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program is amended to read as follows:

“Section 4.  Responsibilities of the Mayor, Architectural  Review Committee, Chief Judge, State Attorney, and Council President.

(a.) Courthouse Architectural Review Committee Continued.  


The Courthouse Architectural Review Committee approved by Ordinance 2004-1339-E is continued.  The Courthouse Architectural Review Committee shall have the responsibility for reviewing and approving the exterior architectural design as well as the interior design to ensure the goals of quality, durability, security and functionality are achieved in the unified courthouse. The committee shall consist of the Chief Judge, the Director of Public Works, the President of the City Council, the District Council Member of the new courthouse site, the Chair of the Mayor’s Courthouse Advisory Committee, the Chair of the Better Jacksonville Plan Citizen’s Oversight Committee, and the Chairman of the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission Downtown Development Review Board.  The Chair of the Mayor’s Courthouse Advisory Committee shall serve as Chair of the Courthouse Architectural Review Committee.  The committee shall be provided staff support by the City’s Courthouse Project Manager of the Public Works Department.  All reviews and approvals by the committee shall be in addition to all other required reviews and approvals.


(b.)  Consultation with Chief Judge and Council President.  The Mayor shall seek the advice and counsel of the Chief Judge and Council President during the development of the plans and specifications of the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program, including the exterior design for the new unified courthouse, during the execution of the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program, and in the removal, selection, or replacement of the executive project manager to ensure compliance with industry standards in the areas of quality, durability, security and functionality for the new courthouse, and which are appropriate for the effective administration of justice, and to facilitate compliance with funding restrictions set forth herein, as well as the functionality and longevity of the new unified courthouse program.  

(c.)  Consultation with State Attorney.  The Mayor, Unified Courthouse Program project managers, contract professionals, and their designees, all associated with the design, development, construction, and furnishing of the Old Federal Courthouse, shall seek the advice and counsel of the State Attorney, or her designees with regard to all matters relating to the exterior and interior design, construction, and furnishing of the renovations to the Old Federal Courthouse, to ensure compliance with industry standards in the areas of quality, durability, security, safety, technology and functionality for the State Attorney’s offices, and to facilitate compliance with funding restrictions set forth herein, or as modified.  Included within this obligation, is the obligation to (1) provide written notice and grant attendance to the State Attorney or designees to all meetings related to the development, build out, and changes in the design, plans, and specifications, to the renovation of the Old Federal Courthouse; State Attorney transportation issues to and from the main courthouse, including but not limited to parking related issues; State Attorney utilization and accommodation of dedicated space in the main courthouse for on premises parking, and for room(s) for court and trial preparation and conferencing; the selection and change of project professionals; the development of and changes to design and construction schedules; and change orders; and to (2) seek advice, counsel, and consent as to all matters above related thereto.  
(d.)

Prompt Completion.   The Mayor, Unified Courthouse Program project managers, and their designees, as well as all other stakeholders, are urged to move as promptly and efficiently as possible to complete all final phases of the Unified Courthouse program, including the completion of the renovations of the Old Federal Courthouse.”
Section 2.

All other provisions unchanged.  In all other respects, the provisions of Ordinance 2007-401-E shall continue and remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
Section 3. 
Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this ordinance is requested to promptly facilitate the completion of the renovations to the Old Federal Courthouse to enable the State Attorney’s Office to relocate at the earliest practicable opportunity.
Section 4. 
Effective Date. 
This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
