WHEREAS, Home Depot USA, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 14.93( acres located in Council District 1 at 9520 Regency Square Boulevard North between Monument Road and Gilmore Heights Road (R.E. No(s). 120819-0500), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 13, 2012 and written description dated April 13, 2012 for the Home Depot (Regency Square) PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject Property, as defined in Exhibit | (RE Parcel # 120819-0500), is approximately 14.93
acres and currently developed with a Home Depot retail store (consisting of a fully enclosed retail
store of approximately 108,360 square feet and a garden center of approximately 25,004 square feet).

The Property was originally zoned Regional Commercial, but was subsequently downzoned by the
City to CCG-1.

This PUD application does not propose to revise or enlarge any existing improvements on the
property; rather, it simply expands the list of permitted uses to allow for the parking and rental of
trucks/vans/trailers (in existing, designated parking spaces) as incidental to the permitted and primary
operations of the Home Depot retail store (which primary uses include, inter alia, “home
improvement stores,” home equipment rental,” “retail plant nurseries, etc”).

A. Permitted Uses: In general, the permitted uses shall be those permitted by right or permissible by
exception within the CCG-1 zoning district. Additionally, the permitted uses on the Property shall
include the parking and rental of trucks, vans, and trailers for equipment rental on those designated
parking spaces identified in the site plan attached to this PUD rezoning application as Exhibit “E.”
