AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,456,871 ($765,000 FROM THE WALLACE FOUNDATION IN THE FORM OF A FOUR YEAR GRANT, $419,465 IN FUND BALANCE TO PROVIDE MATCHING FUNDS, AND $272,406 IN AN IN-KIND MATCH) TO DEVELOP A COMPREHENSIVE AND COORDINATED CITY-WIDE OUT-OF-SCHOOL TIME SYSTEM WHICH WILL ENHANCE AND STRENGTHEN THE OUT OF SCHOOL TIME NETWORK OF CARE WITHIN THE CITY, BRING TOGETHER MAJOR STAKEHOLDERS, AND COORDINATE IN-SCHOOL, AFTER-SCHOOL AND SUMMER ACTIVITIES WITH SHARED GOALS AND OBJECTIVES, AS INITIATED B.T. 12-058; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013; AUTHORIZING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 12-078; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2012-2013.


Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding in the amount of $1,456,871 ($765,000 from the Wallace Foundation in the form of a four year grant, $419,465 in fund balance to provide matching funds, and $272,406 in an in-kind match) to develop a comprehensive and coordinated City-wide out-of-school time system which will enhance and strengthen the Out of School Time network of care within the City, bring together major stakeholders, and coordinate in-school, after-school and summer activities with shared goals and objectives.

Section 4.

Authorization of Positions.  There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. 12-078, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
