b. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Tax parcel 129693-0000 identifies the property (the “Property”) described in this PUD. The
Property, which Is approximately .18 acres in area, Is located on St. Elmo Drive and Live
Oak Lane, immediately south of the Episcopal Schoal of Jacksonville campus (PUD Ord.
1997-834). The Property, which has been owned and used as a residence by Episcopal
High School, has a future land use designation of “LDR” and is currently zoned “RLD-60."”
Surrounding land uses are “PBF” and “LDR”. This PUD will allow RLD-60 uses, with
additional school-related offlce uses in connection with the adjoining Episcopal Schoal of
Jacksonville. ‘

. USESAND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses: Uses that will be permitted within the Property, by right, without
further zoning approvals.required (including zoning exceptions), are as follows:
