AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.37( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 AT 1315 st. elmo drive AND 1314 LIVE OAK LANE (R.E. NO(s). 129706-0000 and 129693-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY episcopal school of jacksonville florida, inc., FROM rld-60 (residential low density-60) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit OFFICE uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE episcopal school of jacksonville office PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Episcopal School of Jacksonville Florida, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 0.37( acres located in Council District 2 at 1315 St. Elmo Road and 1314 Live Oak Lane (R.E. No(s). 129706-0000 and 129693-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from (RLD-60 Residential Low Density-60) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated June 11, 2012 and written description dated June 18, 2012 for the Episcopal School of Jacksonville Office PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit office uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Episcopal School of Jacksonville Florida, Inc. and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is E. Owen McCuller, Jr., 225 Water St., Suite 1800, Jacksonville, Florida 32202; (904) 359-7700.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Tax parcels 129693-0000 and 129706-0000 identify the property (the “Property”)
described in this PUD. The Property, which is approximately .37 acres in area, is located on
5t. Elmo Drive and Live Oak Lane, immediately south of the Episcopal School of Jacksonville
campus (PUD Ord. 1997-834). The Property, which has been owned and used as
residences by Episcopal High School, has a future land use designation of “LDR” and is
currently zoned “RLD-60.” Surrounding land uses are “PBF” and “LDR”. This PUD will allow
RLD-60 uses, with additional school-related office uses in connection with the adjoining
Episcopal School of Jacksonville.
