1. CALL TO ORDER ACTING CHAIRMAN Steven Jenkins called the Public Hearing-Funding
Request proposal for the Jacksonville Zoo & Gardens Shoreline Project to order at 5:06 p.n.

I. CERTIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE Cherry Shaw, OGC certified that the public
notice reguired by Florida law to notify the public about this hearing appeared in the Financial
News & Datly Record on February 29, 2012.

111. PRESENTATION BY STAFF Vince Seibold, P.E., Chief of the Environmental Quality
Division staied that the Jacksonville Zoo & Gardens Shoreline Project was presented before the
Waterways Commission.  To leam more aboul the project a request was made to have the
lacksonville Zoo & Gardens make a presentation before the Water Committec in February., The
Water Commitiee requested the funding amount of the proposal without the construction of the
boardwalk. A revised budget was submitted and emailed to the Board members on March 9, 2012,
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PRESENTATION BY PETITIONER Janet Herrick, Living Shorcline Project Manager,
Omsiie Environmental Consulting distributed copies of the revised proposal and stated that the
demenstration site for the living shoreline project is on Jacksonville Zoo property near the Troul
River opposite the new Asian Garden. The goals of the project are to prevent shoreline erosion,
create. idertidal habit, and education the public. A wave attenuation system will be placed off
shore and a vegetative buffer will be created to protect the shoreline. A board walk is being
censtructed {o allow for viewing and observation of the project and to enhance cducution
opportuties.

Ms. Herriek stated that the estimated total cost needed for the project with the hoardwalk is
$321.475 (estimated cash $252,571) and without the boardwalk $234,433 (estimated cash
SIOLH75). The Zoo is requesting $23,000 from the Environmental Protection Board in three
payments: $10,000 for final planning and permitting, $10,000 for construction of uctivities. and
$3,000 for the monitoring report. To fund the project the Zoo has applicd for an EPA Five Star
Grant w the amount of $40.000, USFWS grant, EPB and pariner contributions.

A bref discussion occurred at this time regarding the Zoo securing funding for the project,
muonitoring of the shoreline, and the anticipated submittal date for the permit.

CONMMENTS FROM PUBLIC  Jimmy Orth, Executive Director, St. Johns Riverkeeper
stated that the shoreline project will provide a great opportunity for the public to learn about and
niderstand what a natural shoreline looks like. The Jacksonville Zoo & Gardens has embraced
areen technology Urying o be a showcase for how we can do it right and reach out 10 the
COmMmuny,

BOARD DISCUSSION AND STAFEF CLARIFICATION BOARD MEMBER Michelle
Tappouni stated that the shoreline projects educational component fits into the Boards mission and
the uses of the EPB Trust Fund.

The Board supports this great shoreline project and will match the Zoo funds when the first
$25.000 13 raised.

BOARD VOTE - APPROYE OR DENY FUNDING REQUEST ACTING CHAIRMAN
Steven Jenkins entertained a motion to approve the proposed funding in the amount of $25.000
matching the Zoo funds in the amount of $25,000. The motion was approved unanimously.

PROCEDURAL SUMMARY Cherry Shaw, OGC stated that the approved funding request
i the amount of $25,000 will be forwarded to the Mayor’s Budget Review Commiittee and before
the City Council, for approval.
