BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Decide authorized appeals of the 911 Emergency  Addressing  Advisory  Committee pursuant to Section 745.232, Ordinance Code.

Sec. 745.231. - Procedures to Notify Property Owners and Occupants of Duplicate Street Names and Out of Sequences Addresses.


The Committee shall use the following procedures to rename duplicate streets or reassign out-of-sequence address numbers pursuant to this Part 2. 

(a)
Duplicate street names. The Committee shall determine which duplicate street shall be renamed based on the criteria set forth in Section 745.213 and shall provide for public participation in determining the new name for the duplicate street as follows: 



(1)
The Committee shall hold a public hearing in the vicinity of the duplicate street to be renamed to discuss potential new names for the duplicate street. 



(2)
The Committee shall ensure notification of all property owners and occupants with addresses on the duplicate street to be renamed, in writing, at least 30 days prior to the date of the public hearing by directing the appropriate City entity to provide such written notice. 



(3)
The Committee shall ensure the posting of signs advertising the public hearing by directing the appropriate City entity to post such signs. The signs shall be posted at least ten days prior to the date of the public hearing at each intersection of the duplicate street being renamed, and in the event the distance between the intersections exceeds approximately ½ mile, at the midpoint between such intersections, in a form determined by the Committee. 



(4)
The Committee shall determine the new name of the duplicate street after the public hearing and the new street name shall become effective 30 days after the final determination by the Committee, unless appealed pursuant to Section 745.232 


(b)
Out-of-sequence addresses. 


(1)
The Committee shall, in accordance with noticing and hearing procedures adopted by the Committee determine out-of-sequence address numbers to be re-assigned pursuant to the criteria set forth in Section 745.223, Ordinance Code and shall adopt an order signed by its chairperson, which shall include the procedures for an appeal of the Committee’s order. The noticing and hearing rules shall include, at a minimum, a requirement that property owners/residents/business owners be provided a minimum ten (10) days written notice of 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee meetings in which their address is being discussed.



(2)
The Planning Department shall transmit the Committee’s order to notify property owners and occupants with out-of-sequence addresses, in writing, by directing the appropriate City entity to provide such written notice. The written notice shall be delivered by first class United States mail, and shall identify the name of the person notified, the date of the notice and the newly assigned address number. Pursuant to Section 745.232, Ordinance Code, the written notice shall also explain the procedure for appeal. 


(3)
The new address shall become effective 45 days after the date of the Committee’s order, or at such later date as set forth in the Committee’s order written notice provided pursuant to this Section, unless an appeal is taken regarding that property or a related property appealed pursuant to Section 745.232, Ordinance Code. Property owners and/or occupants shall not display new addresses until all appeals involving related properties are completed and final decisions have been rendered by either the Committee or the Planning Commission as appropriate.  The Department shall inform each affected owner and occupant when the administrative and appellate processes are complete and readdressing and display is required. Within 45 days after the receipt orf notification of to display the newly assigned address number, the property owner or occupant shall properly display the new address as required and set forth in Section 745.103 of this Chapter. 
 
Sec. 745.232. - Appeals.


(a)
Adversely affected property owners and occupants may appeal the final decision of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“Committee”) to re-name a duplicate street or re-assign an out-of-sequence address to the City Council Planning Commission “Commission”). 


(b)
The appeal shall be initiated by the filing of a notice of appeal with the The notice of appeal shall be filed with the Planning and Development Department (“Department”) Council Secretary together with a filing fee of $50, within 14 days of the date of the written notification of the Committee’s order. issuance as a result of the final decision by of the Committee, and

(c)
The notice of appeal shall be filed with an accompanying filing fee of $50.00 and shall contain the following:



(1)
An attached copy of the written notification of street address change.


(2)
A statement which identifies state which the criteria the Committee allegedly applied incorrectly in re-naming a duplicate street or re-assigning an out-of-sequence address. 


(d)
In order to maintain consistency in address sequencing, an appeal by one property owner or occupant whose address was reassigned by the Committee shall constitute an appeal of all related address reassignments.  Only one filing fee is required.


(c e)
Within five twenty-one days of receipt of the notice of appeal, filed with all required fees and attachments, the Council Secretary Department shall set the matter for a hearing before the Commission, and shall notify the appellant and all persons who appeared before the Committee or filed a written response to the Committee’s decision of the day, time, and location, of the appeal hearing, and shall provide a copy of the notice of appeal. shall notify the Chairman of the appropriate committee of the City Council, the Chairman of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and shall request the Office of General Counsel to prepare a resolution concerning the appeal to be introduced by the appropriate committee of the City Council. 

(f)
The Commission’s review of the appeal shall be limited to a consideration of whether the addressing criteria as set forth in Section(s) 745.213 and/or 745.223 were properly considered and applied by the Committee to the facts presented.

(g)
If the Commission determines the criteria were properly applied by the Committee, the Commission shall affirm the Committee’s order and the Department shall transmit the order to all persons who were notified of the appeal within five days from the date of the Commission’s order. The Commission order shall be deemed to be the final decision of the City concerning the notification and validity of the street address change.

(h)
If the Commission determines the criteria were not properly applied, the Commission shall remand the matter back to the Committee for further review.  The Commission may suggest additional findings or give directions to the Committee in order to assist in effectively reconsidering the matter.  At the earliest opportunity, but upon reasonable notice to all persons who were notified of the appeal, the Committee shall, with due consideration of the decision of the Commission, and of the addressing criteria set forth in Section(s) 745.213 and/or 745.223, reconsider its earlier decision and issue a new written decision.  A copy of the written decision subsequent to the remand shall be transmitted to all persons who were notified of the appeal.  The written decision subsequent to the remand shall be deemed the final decision of the City with no further appeal to the Planning Commission.

(d)
Upon determination by the Council that the notice of appeal is sufficient, timely filed, and that the appellant has standing to file the appeal, the Council Secretary shall schedule a public hearing concerning the appeal, and shall notify all property owners and occupants required to receive notification pursuant to Section 745.231 of the date, time, and location of the public hearing. If the Council determines that the notice of appeal is not sufficient, the Council Secretary shall notify the appellant in writing of the deficiencies. No further action shall be taken until the appellant remedies the deficiencies and the Council thereafter determines the notice of appeal to be complete. 


(e)
The resolution shall be referred to the appropriate committee of Council, which shall conduct a public hearing within 30 days of the date on which the City Council determined the notice of appeal to be sufficient. 


(f)
The Council's review shall be limited to whether the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee applied the criteria outlined in Section 745.213 and 745.223 correctly. 


(g)
The Council may affirm or remand each contested decision. The Council shall prepare a written order stating the basis for each ruling and shall make its decision within 63 days of the determination by the City Council that the notice of appeal is sufficient, timely filed, and that the appellant has standing to appeal. 


(h)
When the Council acts on a contested decision pertaining to a final action of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, Council action shall be deemed to be the final action of the City of Jacksonville as of the effective date of the resolution and shall not be subject to further review under this Code.
