AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROPRIATING $166,850 IN FEDERAL EMERGENCY SOLUTIONS GRANT (“HEARTH-ESG”) FUNDS TO PROVIDE HOUSING ASSISTANCE AND RELATED SUPPORTIVE SERVICES WITHIN DUVAL COUNTY THROUGH CATHOLIC CHARITIES BUREAU, INC., AND I. M. SULZBACHER CENTER FOR THE HOMELESS, INC., AS INITIATED BY B.T. 13-006; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE; PROVIDING FOR FURTHER COUNCIL ACTION IF REVENUE DIFFERS; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE AWARD; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

For the 2012-2013 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 above is to authorize and expend awards in Federal Emergency Solutions Grant (HEARTH-ESG) Program funding to provide housing assistance and related supportive services within Duval County through Catholic Charities Bureau, Inc. and I. M. Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless. The ESG program will be administered pursuant to 24 CFR § 576. 
Section 4.

Further Council Action.  If the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development approves a different allocation of funds than is appropriated by this ordinance, then the Mayor shall submit a supplementary budget to City Council for approval in accordance with the actual allocation received.

Section 5.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.  Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations," Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 "Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations," and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the ESG grant monies) in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, then the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s ESG contracts to be awarded to recipients.

Section 6.

Requesting Emergency Passage, pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
Emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the funding is needed to meet a critical current need for homeless services.

Section 7. 
Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
