RESOLUTION 2012-672-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING REV. GARY L. HALL, SR. ON THE OCCASION OF HIS CONSECRATION AS BISHOP AND JURISDICTIONAL PRELATE OF THE CHURCH OF GOD IN CHRIST CENTRAL FLORIDA FIRST JURISDICTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Gary L. Hall, Sr. was born and raised in Jacksonville, the son of William Henry and Bessie Lee Hall, and attended New Hope AME Church where he served as a Junior Pastor Steward; and


WHEREAS, a visit to Greater Holy Temple Church of God In Christ exposed him to the preaching of Bishop C.D. Kinsey, which profoundly changed his life and led to a call to servanthood in 1975 and ordination as an Elder by Bishop Kinsey in 1979; and


WHEREAS, Pastor Hall holds a bachelor’s degree in biblical studies, a master’s degree in theology and a doctorate in Christian education from Truth Bible College and Seminary (now Truth University) in Jacksonville; and 


WHEREAS, Dr. Hall pastored churches in Archer and Starke, Florida before being appointed pastor of West Jacksonville Church of God in Christ in 1993, where he is currently Senior Pastor; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Hall is well known as a preacher and teacher of tremendous knowledge and understanding, with a special ability to teach the Word with simplicity, clarity and power; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Hall is a prominent figure beyond Jacksonville, having been very active in international evangelism in Ghana, Africa and as a leader in statewide and national offices of the Church of God in Christ; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Hall has recently been appointed as Bishop-Designate of Central Florida First Jurisdiction of the Church of God in Christ, and the City wishes to extend its congratulations on that appointment; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Congratulating.  The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates Bishop-Designee Gary L.
