City of Jacksonville, Main Street Pocket Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. HDR prepared the conceptual design and construction documents for the
Main Street Pocket Park and greenway. The park was build by the city of Jacksonville in an
effort to develop green connections in downtown. HDR worked with the mayor’s office and
the Department of Parks, Recreation and Entertainment to prepare conceptual plans. The
park is adjacent to the Main Library is a series of green terraces accented with large shade
trees. The park also features a terrace for a rotating display of public art.

The master recreation plan included analysis
of all county parks, an evaluation of the levels of services, a needs analysis through a
telephone survey and finally recommendations for the future.

The park includes a new boat ramp,
waterfront esplanade, community building and a passive picnic area. The site serves as the
entryway into the Timucuan Natural Preserve, an ecologically important preservation area.

City of Jacksonville, District 2 Regional Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. Ms. Worsham managed this project for the master planning and
construction documentation for District 2 Regional Park, a 140-acre park in Jacksonville’s
East Arlington area. A series of community workshops allowed park patrons to provide
input on the plan, which included the development of the park configuration and relieved
traffic congestion in the area. The park accommodates tournament soccer, baseball, softball,
football, and disc golf. Additionally, a perimeter-walking trail brings users to the park for
passive recreation.

City of Jacksonville, Cuba Hunter Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. Ms. Worsham designed Cuba Hunter Park, a 20-acre park on the
Southside of Jacksonville, which was developed through a series of community meetings
held with three local neighborhood associations. The park’s master plan includes two
football fields, a community center, playgrounds, picnic pavilions, restrooms and a
boardwalk system trough a cypress wetland. Construction was completed in 2001,

City of Jacksonville, Ortega Stream Valley Park Master Plan, Jacksonville, Florida
Project Manager. The City of Jacksonville used a State of Florida land conservation grant to
acquire a 450-acre nature preserve that expands upon an existing 35-acre park. Through a
series of workshops with city staff and representatives of key environmental regulatory

agencies, a plan was developed to establish an interpretative program and definition of
acceptable wetland area access facilities. The primary use of the property is environmental
preservation including wetlands and upland areas that include active gopher tortoise habitat.
The park also provides for canoe access.

City of Jacksonville Beach, Cradle Creek Preserve, Jacksonville Beach, Florida
Project Manager. Ms. Worsham managed the project for the master plan and construction
design for Cradle Creek, a 30-acre passive park on the Atlantic Intracoastal Waterway. The
preserve includes interpretive signage, nature trails, boardwalks and a canoe landing.

City of Jacksonville, Forestry Tower Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. Ms. Worsham developed the master plan for the park, which features an
historic fire tower. A series of community meetings held with the citizens in the
neighborhood helped to determine the park program. Subsequent to approval of the master
plan, construction plans were developed. Phase 1 of the park includes a walking trail,
playgrounds, a picnic pavilion and restrooms.

City of Jacksonville, Leonard Abess Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. Ms. Worsham conducted community workshops with citizens and local
officials to develop the master plan, which included softball, soccer fields, tennis courts,
nature trails and playgrounds for this 30-acre community park. Construction documents for
bidding purposes were also prepared. HDR also provided construction administration
services.

City of Jacksonville, Victory Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. Ms. Worsham managed HDR’s team with work on this 11-acre park for
the City of Jacksonville. She conducted community workshops with local officials and
citizen groups to develop a master plan for the site. Construction documents were prepared
for the park including soccer fields, tennis courts, restroom and picnic pavilions, playground
and infrastructure. Construction administration services were included as part of the
professional design services.

City of Jacksonville, Southside Park, Jucksonville, Florida

Project Manager. Ms. Worsham designed the master plan and served as the project manager
for the construction documentation for Southside Park, a community park in Jacksonville’s
historic San Marco neighborhood. The park, developed in conjunction with the renovation of
a neighborhood library, provides passive and active recreation. Facilities include picnic
pavilions, playgrounds, a tennis practice wall and a basketball court.

City of Jacksonville, Metropolitan Park Master Plan, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Principal. HDR prepared the conceptual master plan, preliminary phasing and cost
estimates for the renovation to Metropolitan Park. HDR participated and assisted in the
communitywide charette to gain public input into the conceptual plans for the park. Based on
the outcome, several alternatives were explored for the site plan. The final plan features a
center promenade with water features, a great lawn to the west for multi-use areas and an
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upgraded riverwalk.

City of Jacksonville, South East Regional (Losco) Park, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Manager. The City of Jacksonville chose HDR to design a master plan for South
East Regional Park, a 250-acre park on Jacksonville's south side. Plans included the site
analysis, plan alternatives and construction documents and combined used based facilities
with environmental preservation and interpretation. Three community meetings, organized
by HDR and led by the district council member allowed for the development and selection of
mix of uses. The park contains a major community recreation center as well as a senior's
center and a regional parks maintenance facility. The plan utilized the large live oak tree
grove, open fields of an old farmstead for the active facilities while preserving the Julington
Creek headwater swamp, and associated forest as a preserve and environmental education
area.

City of Jacksonville, 9A/Baymeadows Regional Park, Jucksomville, Florida

Project Manager. This project originated from a $35-million dollar bond issue initiated by
the Jacksonville City Council to provide active recreation facilities to the citizens. Public
meetings allowed local residents, city council members, and the Recreation Department to
discuss the project and to gain public input into the plan. HDR developed several alternate
concept plans for review and discussion at the public meetings. HDR prepared the site
analysis; plan altematives, master plan and detailed design plans for this park in eastern
Duval County. The site was originally part of a large development including residential,
office, roadway, and drainage improvements. The City of Jacksonville recognized the long-
term need for recreational activities in this area and secured this 22-acre parcel for the
development of a community park. The master plan includes a tennis complex, soccer
complex, baseball complex, picnic/play areas and trails.

City of Jacksonville, Northbank Floating Riverwalk, Jucksonville, Florida

Project Manager. HDR provided the engineering and design services to produce the contract
bid documents for an ADA accessible 200-foot long floating dock. The new dock on the St.
Johns River will serve to provide additional water based access for private boater to the
Riverside Arts Market in downtown Jacksonville. HDR worked with the JEDC and COJ to
develop a primary concept, design criteria and product specifications that capture the JEDC's
vision and meets budgetary constraints.

City of Jacksonville, Trout River Bridge Promenade, Jacksonville, Florida

Project Principal. HDR prepared the design and construction documents for the conversion
of the old SR 5 Main Street Bridge into the Trout River Fishing Pier. The project included
ADA accessible handrails for fishing and modifications to the existing bridge decking to
make it pedestrian friendly.
