AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.77( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10 ON VERNON ROAD BETWEEN WEST SIDE BOULEVARD and HILTON STREET (A PORTION OF R.E. NO(s). 028853-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY Mary wright, FROM rld-60 (residential low density-60) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit light industrial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE fogleman PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Mary Wright, the owner(s) of approximately 1.77( acres located in Council District 10 on Vernon Road between West Side Boulevard and Hilton Street (a portion of R.E. No(s). 028853-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 17, 2012 and written description dated January 10, 2013 for the Fogleman PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit light industrial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated January 9, 2013, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b) All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one half foot candles when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one foot candle when abutting other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide or compact florescent.  The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed thirty feet. An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at 10 set for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.
(c) Any monument style sign shall not be located closer than 200 feet from another monument style sign.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Mary Wright and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Curtis Hart, 8051 Tara Lane, Jacksonville, Florida 32216; (904) 993-5008.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

IL SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.77 + acres of property from
Residential Low Density (RLD-60) to Planned Unit Development (PUD). The Property is
located on Longleaf Street north of Fogleman Builders Supply., as shown on Exhibit “K” (the
“Property”). A conceptual site plan of the proposed development is attached as Exhibits “E” to
this application (the “Site Plan”). The proposed PUD rezoning permits the Property to be
developed as a Light Industrial development. The Property is currently vacant with. planted
pecan trees. This property will be used for the expansion of Fogleman Builders Supply.

As depicted on the Site Plan, there will be up to two access points on Longleaf Street;
there will also be a third access points from Fogleman Builders Supply to the South. A
combination of fencing and buffering are provided for the property on the East and a small parcel

to the North.

III. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA
A. Description of Uses.

(1) Wholesaling, warehousing, storage, lumber yards, builders supply or distribution
establishments (but not concrete batch mixing plants) and similar uses.

(2)  Light manufacturing, processing (including food processing but not slaughterhouse),
packaging or fabricating.

(3)  Printing, publishing or similar establishments.

(4)  Business and professional offices.
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(5)  Service establishments catering to commerce and industry, including linen supply,
laundry and dry cleaning plants, freight movers, communications services, business machine
services, hiring and union halls, employment agencies, sign companies.

(6) Restaurants, (regulated by DBPR - Division of Hotels and Restaurants) including retail
sale and service of beer and wine for consumption on premises

(8)  Vocational, technical, trade or industrial schools and similar uses.

(9) Medical clinics.

(10)  Freight, bus, trucking, shipping or other transportation terminals, commercial parking lots
and garages, truck stops, express offices and terminal facilities and telephone exchanges, repair
or installation facilities and similar uses. ‘ '

(11)  Radio or television broadcasting offices, studios, transmitters, telephone and cellular
telephone towers. | '

(12) Building trades contractors with outside storage yards and heavy construction equipment
if storage, including heavy construction machinery, not within a completely enclosed building or
structure, is visually screened by a six-foot fence or wall not less than 95 percent opaque.

(13)  Outdoor storage yards and lots including auto storage yards (but not scrap processing
yards or concrete batch mixing plants) if storage is completely enclosed by a six-foot fence or
wall not less than 95 percent opaque.

(14)  Retail outlets in conjunction with wholesaling establishments if the area designated for
retail sales does not exceed ten percent of the gross floor area of the building of which it is a part.
(15)  Banks, including drive-thru teliers.

(16)  Retail sales of heavy machinery, farm equipment and building materials including outside
display.

(17)  Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio and electric, meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(18) Veterinarians

B. Permissible uses by exception.
(1) Anindustrial or commercial use which is not otherwise permitted or permissible
in this Zoning Code, except the following:
() Acid, chemical, fertilizer or insecticide manufacture or storage.
(i)  Explosives manufacturing or storage.
(iti)  Paint, oil (including linseed), shellac, turpentine, lacquer or vamish
manufacture.
(iv)  Paper and pulp manufacture.
(v)  Petroleum refining.

(vi)  Stockyards or feeding pens and livestock auctions.

(vii) A use which is potentially dangerous, noxious or offensive to neighboring
uses or the public in general by reason of smoke, odor, noise, flare, fumes, gas, vibration,
threat of fire or explosion, emission of particulate matter or radiation.

(2)  Recycling facilities and yards meeting the performance standards and

development criteria set forth in Part 4.

3) Care centers meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth
in Part 4.

(4)  Churches, including a rectory and similar uses, meeting the performance
standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(5)  Retail sales and service of all alcoholic beverages for either off-premises
consumption or on-premises consumption or both.

(6)  Retail sales including outside display.

@) Yard waste composting facility including the mulching process, meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(8)  Automobile service stations, major repair garages, car wash

9 Scrap processing, indoor, clean activity, meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(10)  Bulk storage yards, (but not concrete batch mixing plants) including bulk storage
of flammable liquids and acids if storage not within a completely enclosed building or structure
is visually screened by a six-foot fence or wall not less than 95 percent opaque.

(11)  Recycling facilities meeting the performance standards and development criteria
set forth in Part 4.

(12)  Animal boarding, and dog parks meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.

C. Permitted Accessory Uses and Structures. Accessory uses and structures are
allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.

Minimum Lot and Building Requirements.

1. Minimum building setbacks and yard requirements. The building setbacks
will be provided for the development as a whole from the overall Property
boundaries for all uses and structures as follows:

a. Front - None.

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b. Side — None.
C. Rear - None

Note: Encroachments by sidewalks, parking, signage, utility structures,
HVAC, fences, street/park fumniture, and other similar improvements shall
be permitted within the minimum building setbacks.

2. Minimum lot requirements. None.
3. Maximum height of structures. None
4. Maximum parcel coverage by all buildings. None.

IV.  COMMON PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA.

A.
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Access. Access to the site will be from Longleaf Street and/or Fogleman Builders
Supply to the South. As indicated on the Site Plan, the Property may have two
primary access points. Internal roads may be private or public. The design of the
access points and internal road as shown on the Site Plan may vary prior to
development; provided, however, that the final design of each shall be subject to the
review and approval of the Planning and Development Department and the Traffic

Engineer.

Pedestrian Circulation. The site will be developed with an internal sidewalk on
one side of the interior road system that will connect to the any existing external
sidewalk along Longleaf Street at one entrance to the Property.

Signage. The PUD shall be permitted two (2) double-faced or single-faced
externally-illuminated monument signs, not to exceed twenty-four (24) square feet
in area per sign face and twelve (12) feet in height, at each entrance. Multiple uses
within the PUD may be identified on the signage without regard to property
ownership boundaries that may exist among the individual uses.

One (1) double-faced or single-faced externally-illuminated monument signs, not
to exceed fifty (50) square feet in area per sign face and ten (10) feet in height, is
permitted on the Longleaf Street entry. Wall signs are permitted and shall not
exceed ten (10) percent of the square footage of the occupancy frontage or
respective sides of the building facing the rights-of-way. In addition to wall
signs, awning signs are permitted and shall not exceed ten (10) percent of the
square footage of the occupancy frontage or respective sides of the building
facing the rights-of-way; provided, any square footage utilized for an awning sign
shall be subtracted from the allowable square footage that can be utilized for wall
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signs. Under canopy signs are permitted. One (1) under the canopy sign per
occupancy is permitted not exceeding a maximum of twenty (20) square feet in
area per side; provided, any square footage utilized for an under the canopy sign
shall be subtracted from the allowable square footage that can be utilized for wall

signs.

Directional Signs that indicate ways to and from property entrances, major
buildings, common areas and key components of the development within the
PUD, for drivers of vehicles, and for pedestrian users of the PUD shall be
permitted throughout the PUD. The design of such Directional Signs shall be
reflective of the overall character of the PUD, and may include the relevant
project logo and name. Vehicle-oriented Directional Signs shall be a maximum of
four (4) square feet in area per sign face. Pedestrian-oriented Directional Signs,
such as “informational sidewalk kiosks,” 1-, 2-, 3- or 4-sided (or cylindrical signs)
shall be a maximum of four (4) square feet per side (or 16 square feet for a
cylinder). Directional signs may be attached to lighting fixtures within the PUD.

Real estate signs and construction signs in compliance with Part 13 of the Zoning
Code are also permitted.

Parking and Loading Requirements. The proposed PUD will provide integrated
parking to support the proposed development. Parking standards shall be applied
taking into consideration the entire use or development at issue; required off-street
parking may be provided “off-site” and may be shared with other uses, so long as
the Property in its entirety provides sufficient off-street parking for all proposed uses

therein.

Modifications to parking requirements within the PUD may be permitted by an
administrative modification. '

 Buffer. A twenty-five (25°) foot buffer as noted on the site plan will be along the

East property line. A twenty-five foot buffer will also run a distance of fifty feet (55)
along the Northeast property line. When the property is developed Landscaping will
be constructed and maintained in accordance with the Landscape and Tree
Protection Regulations set forth in the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code, Section
656.1216(b)(1)(2)(3) regarding buffer requirements. The landscaped areas will allow
for the inclusion of native or ornamental vegetation, trees, and shrubs.

Architectural Design. Buildings, structures and signage shall be constructed and
painted with materials that are aesthetically compatible and blend in with the
character of the surrounding area.

Lighting. PUD lighting shall be designed and installed to localize illumination onto
the Property and to minimize unreasonable interference or impact on any residential
zoning districts outside of the PUD.
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Stormwater Retention. Stormwater retention/detention system shall be designed
and constructed in accordance with the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and
the St. Johns River Water Management District, and may include underground
detention vaults.

Utilities. Electric power is available to the site provided for by the Jacksonville
Electric Authority. Water and sewer services will be provided by the City of
Jacksonville.

Temporary Uses. Temporary sales, leasing and construction office(s) and trailers
shall be allowed within the PUD.

Modifications. Amendments to this approved PUD district may be accomplished
by administrative deviation, administrative modification, minor modification, or by
the filing of a rezoning application pursuant to Section 656.341 of the City of
Jacksonville Zoning Code. Any use not specifically listed, but similar to or
associated with a listed use may be permitted by an administrative modification.
PUD amendments, including  administrative deviations, administrative
modifications, minor modifications, or rezonings, may be sought for individual
parcels or access points within the PUD.

Conceptual Site Plan. The configuration of the development as depicted in the Site
Plan is conceptual and revisions to the Site Plan, including access points and internal
circulation, may be required as the proposed development proceeds through final
engineering and site plan review, subject to the review and approval of the Planning
and Development Department.

V. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A.
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Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. Upon approval of the pending land use
amendment, the Property will be within the IL. .

Roadways / Consistency with the Concurrence Management System. The
development of the Property will comply with the requirements of the Concurrency
Management System.

Allocation of IL Land Use. This proposed development will not exceed the
projected holding capacity reflected in the Future Land Use Element of the 2030

Comprehensive Plan.

Internal Compatibility / Vehicular Access. The Site Plan attached as Exhibits “E”
address access and circulation within the site. The Property will have two primary
access points. The development is designed to contain traffic circulation internal to
the site. The location and final design of the access points are subject to the review
and approval of the City Traffic Engineer and the Planning and Development
Department. Internal roads may be private or public.
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E. External Compatibility / Intensity of Development. The proposed development is
consistent with and comparable to permitted development in the area. The Property
is bordered on the South by Builder Supply Company. Single family residential uses
border the property to the East. The proposed use is compatible in both intensity
and density with these surrounding uses and zoning districts.

F. Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be permitted
in accordance with local, state and federal requirements.

G.  Listed Species Regulations. The Property is less than fifty acres and therefore a
listed species survey is not required.

H. Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements. The proposed PUD will provide
integrated parking to support the proposed development as described above.

L Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. The site will be developed with an internal
sidewalk on one side of the interior road system that will connect to any existing
external sidewalk along Longleaf Street at one entrance to the Property.

J. The proposed difference is that the only reason to file this PUD is to reduce the
buffers required from the residential adjoin property.

K. The new owner and future builder will be Fogleman Builders Supply; there are no
planners, engineers or architects because there are no planned buildings.

L. The Maximum square footage of Office Space/Warehouse/or Industrial Floor Space
is 51,750(fifty one thousand seven hundred fifty) square feet.

M.  There is no current date of start of construction. When a permit for construction on
this site is issued the Owner will provide to the Planning Department a written
statement at to the intent for continued operation and maintenance of those facilities
which are not to be provided, operated or maintained by the City.
