Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $8,952.80 in revenue to be received from daniel Memorial, Inc. for the use of cubicles in the Jacksonville Children’s Commission Building by daniel, as initiated by B.T. 13-025; the ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver the License Agreement between the City and daniel Memorial, Inc.
Background Information: daniel contracts with the Children’s Commission for a variety of services and is involved with the Commission’s SAMHSA grant. (Substance Abuse and Mental Health Administration, established by Congress in 1992).  Daniel has requested use of empty cubicles at the Children’s Commission previously occupied by employees working under a now-terminated contract with the Early Learning Coalition of Duval to be used by case managers and others working with the mental health issues of children living near the Commission’s building.  These children and their parents have difficulties accessing services that are currently provided in Southside and are more likely to continue treatment when services can be assessed nearer their homes.
