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ORDINANCE 2013-17
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY, THE WESTERLY 27 FEET OF R.E. NUMBER 132937-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS SALE, AND THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE SALE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF PART 4, CHAPTER 122, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property, the westerly 27 feet of R.E. Number 132937-0000 in Council District 7, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. R.E. Number 132937-0000 was purchased in 1966 for the future widening of Phoenix Avenue but the subject parcel is not necessary for the road widening project. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.  
Section 2.

Authorization of sale in accordance with Chapter 122.   The City hereby authorizes the sale, and the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute all documents necessary to effect the sale, of the surplus real property described in Section 1 in accordance with the provisions of Part 4 (Real Property), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
