ORDINANCE 2013-41
AN ORDINANCE WAIVING CHAPTER 382 (WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICE BY CONTRACTORS AND CITY), PART 3 (SELECTION OF WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICE AREAS AND CONTRACTORS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW THE MAYOR TO PROCEED WITH A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR A WASTE HAULING CONTRACT FOR THE AREA FORMERLY SERVICED BY WASTE PRO; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Waiving  Chapter 382 (Waste collection and disposal service by contractors and city), Part 3 (Selection of waste collection and disposal service areas and contractors), Ordinance Code.  Chapter 382 (Waste collection and disposal service by contractors and city), Part 3 (Selection of waste collection and disposal service areas and contractors), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to allow the mayor to proceed with a request for proposal for a waste hauling contract for the area formerly serviced by Waste Pro. Section 382.303, Ordinance Code, provides the Council President to call for the submission of applications during the month of April during the sixth year of the term of the current contract. This provision is hereby waived to allow the Administration to proceed with an RFP for the current service area held by Waste Pro. The RFP criteria should include Automated Services, and Recyclable Materials as more fully described below: 


Automated Service means distribution of Carts to the Premises in the Service Area and collection of Residential Waste and Recyclable Materials from the Premises in the Service Area through means of collection vehicles with an automated arm that lifts a Cart and deposits the contents in the collection vehicle.  Implementation of Automated Services means Automated Service is provided to at least 95% of occupied Premises in the Service Area.

Recyclable Material means those materials which are capable of being recycled and which would otherwise be processed or disposed of as solid waste, and specifically, those materials which the City of Jacksonville has designated to be diverted or removed from the solid waste stream including, but not limited to, newspapers, magazines, catalogs, paper bags, corrugated cardboard, telephone books, glass, aluminum cans, certain plastics, metal and bimetal cans and any other items agreed to be added or deleted by the Contractor and the Chief.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
