POLICE ASSISTANT DIVISION CHIEF FEBRUARY 2008 — PRESENT

Assigned as the Assistant Chief of Patrol, Zone Four, serving there for the past three years. Managed over two hundred
patrol officers, sergeants and lieutenants as well as a civilian in the daily handling of public calls for service along with
the overall patrol function and substation operations for the Westside of Jacksonville.

Oversaw
both units in a task force environment with both state and federal agency partners who assisted with state and federal
prosecutions. Prior to that, served as the unit commander for the Internal Affairs Unit; overseeing a civilian, six
detectives, and a sergeant who were responsible for internal investigations and managing the citizen complaint process to
maintain public trust . Initial assignments as a lieutenant included stops in both Zone 2 and Zone 6 as a uniformed Patrol
Watch Commander. Duties included the direct supervision of patrol sergeants and their squads of patrol officers who
answered daily calls for service. Other important responsibilities of this position included the implementation of crime
reduction strategies for emerging crime trends and participation in ShAdCo meetings. Served as a subject matter expert in
the development of police lieutenant and sergeant promotional examinations.

POLICE SERGEANT JULY 2000 — JULY 2003

Supervised a team of four Homicide Detectives assigned to investigate murder, suicide, accidental and undetermined
deaths. Prior to that, supervised the Missing Persons Unit with responsibility for managing that unit and assigning its
investigations. Entry level work as a police sergeant was performed in the downtown area of Zone 1, managing a squad
of patrol officers and responding to emergency calls for service.

Performed first responder duties and directed deployments to combat identified crime trends in Zone Five. Served as a
Field Training Officer.
