A RESOLUTION urging the Mayor to investigate the Cost saving opportunity of converting the City of Jacksonville Street Lights to LED lights under a performance contract that would capitalize the cost of the change over time with the vendor bearing the initial cost; Requesting a report to city council finance committee on June 4, 2013; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Mr. Larry Wasserscheid gave a presentation before the Finance Committee on June 21, 2011 on the energy and cost savings available from a new generation of street lighting technologies ; and

WHEREAS,
many cities are replacing their high pressure sodium lights, such as Jacksonville uses, with new LED or ceramic metal halide lamps with electronic drivers; and

WHEREAS,
the new lights produce a much more white light compared to the yellow light produced by high pressure sodium lamps, and the new technology produces truer color and seems brighter for the same amount of wattage; and
WHEREAS, replacing traditional lights with new technology can produce 40-50 percent savings in energy consumption; and

WHEREAS, the new lights with electronic controls can be automatically dimmed in the late night hours when traffic is minimal for additional savings; and
WHEREAS,
new lamps have a longer life and lower maintenance costs than current systems; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council does hereby urge the Mayor to investigate the cost saving opportunity of converting the City of Jacksonville street lights to LED lights under a performance contract that would capitalize the cost of the change over time with the vendor bearing the initial cost.
