AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING, PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2011-438-E, $2,100,000 FROM PUBLIC BUILDINGS FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE FUND TO THE PROJECT SPECIFIC MEDICAL EXAMINER’S BUILDING FOR REROOFING AND HVAC REPLACEMENT PROJECT IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR NEEDED WATER INTRUSION REPAIRS, REROOFING, HVAC REPLACEMENT, CONTINGENCY, TESTING, AND CONSTRUCTION ENGINEERING SERVICES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 13-041; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; AMENDING THE 2012-2016 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2012-434-E TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE” AND TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “MEDICAL EXAMINER’S FACILITY”; Requesting Emergency Passage; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for needed water intrusion repairs, re-roofing, HVAC replacement, contingency, testing, and construction engineering services at the Medical Examiner’s Building.
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2012-434-E, being the 2012-2016 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to reduce funding for the project entitled “Facilities Capital Maintenance” and to increase funding for the project entitled “Medical Examiner’s Facility”. The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because the building’s condition has deteriorated to the point of impacting operations. Improvements are necessary to improve working conditions and bring equipment and operations to acceptable levels of service. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2012-434-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2012-434-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this ordinance is requested because improvements are needed to maintain a standard level for ongoing work conditions.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
