Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $1,212,906 from the Trail Ridge Landfill mitigation trust fund to the Public Works Department ($1,201,346.70) for design and construction of a parking lot at the Maxville Park and to the Parks and Recreation Department ($11,559.90) for purchase of 4 computers and 2 printers, replacement of the building’s front entrance canopy, and replacement of the shuffleboard courts at the Maxville Senior Center.
Background Information: The Trail Ridge Landfill mitigation trust fund receives a portion of the tipping fee to be used for improvements within a defined radius of the landfill as mitigation for the truck traffic, odors, and other negative impacts on the surrounding community.
Policy Impact Area: Park and senior center improvements; landfill mitigation
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates $1,212,906 from the Trail Ridge Landfill mitigation trust fund
