Section 2.  Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding to the Maxville Senior Center to purchase four (4) desktop computers, four (4) 17” monitors, a Xerox all-in-one printer, computer installation services, four (4) 4GB of RAM, a canopy replacement for the front entrance, and replacement of the shuffleboard courts, at a cost of $15,271.34, as identified in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Maxville Senior Center Cost Estimate, May 7, 2013 – Finance,” attached hereto, and to provide a contribution of $1,227,855.26 for certain improvements to the parking area at Maxville Park located at 18065 Pennsylvania Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32234 as identified in Exhibit 2, labeled as “Parking Area at Maxville Park Design/ Construction Cost Estimate,” attached hereto, which has a total estimated project cost of $1,675,000.00. The total appropriation amount for the projects is $1,243,126.60.
Section 3.

Oversight. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks and Recreation Department to oversee the purchase of the equipment and the construction of the parking improvements. Any funds which are unspent for the purposes set forth herein shall be returned to the City by September 30, 2014.  Additionally, funds shall be disbursed only after invoices for the listed items have been delivered to the Department of Parks and Recreation.
Section 4.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2012-434-E, being the 2012-2017 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Maxville Park Improvements-Parking Lot.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Revised CIP, May 7, 2013 – Finance” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because parking conditions at Maxville Park are in need of immediate attention and improvement. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2012-434-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2012-434-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
