An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $1,765,464 ($1,324,098 FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF jUSTICE, oFFICE OF jUSTICE PROGRAMS AND $441,366 IN AN IN-KIND CONTRIBUTION OF PERSONNEL FROM THE CITY) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE – OFFICE OF JUVENILE AND DELINQUENCY PREVENTION/JUVENILE DRUG COURT (JCD) RECLAIMING FUTURES PROGRAM SERVING ABUSING JUVENILE OFFENDERS, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 13-049; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2013-2014; providing an effective date.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Department of Justice – Office of Juvenile and Delinquency Prevention/Juvenile Drug Court (JCD) Reclaiming Futures Program (the “Program”) to serve abusing juvenile offenders. The Program implements the Reclaiming Futures and 7 Challenges models, and is a collaborative venture between the JDC, State Attorney’s Office, the Public Defender, and River Region Human Services, Inc. A copy of the Office of Juvenile Justice Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) Agreement for Drug Treatment Service Provider (Juvenile Drug Court) between the Fourth Judicial Circuit Court and River Region Human Services, Inc. has been placed on file with the Legislative Services Division.
Section 4.
