A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JUNIOR ACHIEVEMENT OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 50TH ANNIVERSARY OF WORKING WITH STUDENTS TO TEACH THE LESSONS OF ENTREPRENEURSHIP AND FREE ENTERPRISE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, since its founding in 1919, Junior Achievement has been a preeminent force for financial literacy, workforce preparation and entrepreneurship through its in-school, hands-on programs that encourage students of all ages to remain in school in order to succeed; and
