AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING THE ENTIRETY OF CREEKFRONT ROAD CONTAINED WITHIN CREEKFRONT ROAD, PLAT BOOK 40, PAGE 24, DATED OCTOBER 13, 1984, IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13, AT THE REQUEST OF DEERWOOD JAX FL PARTNERS, LLC (THE “APPLICANT”) TO ALLOW IT THE FLEXIBILITY TO ENHANCE THE AREA WITH PAVERS, SIGNAGE, AND HARDSCAPE ELEMENTS, SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO CITY AND JEA OF AN ALL UTILITIES EASEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  The entirety of Creekfront Road contained within Creekfront Road, Plat Book 40, Page 24, dated October 13, 1984, in the public records of Duval County, in Council District 13, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Deerwood Jax FL Partners, LLC (the “Applicant”); provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City and JEA a perpetual unobstructed easement on, over, across, under, and through the closed portion of the right-of-way for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric, and drainage.    

Section 2.

Purpose.
The Applicant is requesting the closure to allow it the flexibility to enhance the area with pavers, signage, and hardscape elements. The closure is included in the renovation plan, which is currently in the 10-set review process (CDN 8796.000). The right-of-way is entirely within the property boundaries of the apartment complex, which is the entirety of the plat of Creekfront Road, and will continue and be maintained as a private road providing access to the adjacent apartment complex.  The Applicant has paid a $1,500.00 closure application processing fee. This request was sent to various state, municipal, and utility agencies which might have an interest in the matter, as well as to adjacent property owners, and there were no objections.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
