WHEREAS, Donald E. George requested a building demolition permit for a structure located at 2241 River Road, which was determined to be eligible for individual listing on the National Register of Historic Places and located in Council District 5; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 320.407, Ordinance Code, the applicant filed a notice of appeal within 14 calendar days from the date of the Commission meeting; and


WHEREAS, the appeal was timely filed and the appellant, as the owner, does have standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.  The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for the demolition of the structure at 2241 River Road which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee.  The recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee are hereby adopted and shall become effective immediately.  This resolution is the final action of the City Council.
