SUMMARY: Mr. Foster is a state of Florida registered Professional Geologist since 1989 and a
Professional Engineer in Pennsylvania since 2002 with over 26 years in the civil
engineering, environmental consulting and testing industry. Mr. Foster has been the
township engineer for three townships in Pennsylvania and the project manager, lead
geologist and engineer, principal investigator and lead remedial designer on over 475
facilities from gasoline service stations, cattle dipping vats, landfills to large scale
heavy industry facilities, including assessment, remediation, risk based corrective
action, post remediation monitoring and regulatory agency close-out. Mr. Foster has
performed over 575 property assessments and over 175 hazardous waste contaminated
site assessments including RCRA facilities, CERCLA and NPL facilities. As township
engineer, Mr. Foster was the engineering liaison during township commission meetings,
reviewed and approved civil development plans and specifications, oversaw the waste
disposal hauling contracts, provided the day to day engineering oversight of a mono-fill
landfill for Pennsylvania Electric Company and oversaw the construction of a major
wastewater treatment plant upgrade. Currently Mr. Foster oversees the day to day

Included a groundwater flow model and degradation study for
determining the age of the discharge for legal action against the previous owners.

Lead geologist, remedial action designer, implementation and project closeout for two
cattle dipping vats in west and south Jacksonville impacted with arsenic, toxaphene,
BHC and DDD, DDT, DDE with site closeout through the Florida Department of
Environmental Protection. Included the excavation, waste characterization and disposal
of over 5,000 tons of pesticide and heavy metal impacted soils and spent carbon
canisters from the groundwater remediation system.

Lead geologist for the assessment and cleanup oversight of a 14-acre manufacturing
plant in Newark, New Jersey that included five leaking large railcar USTs, liquid and
vaper mercury from metal hardening operations, low level radioactive contamination
throughout the five story buildings, and deep well geophysical logging to evaluate the
potential for deep TCE contamination from off-site sources from groundwater flow
along dipping slate beds.

Lead geologist for determining the existing groundwater flow regimes within and under
a hazardous waste debris pile from geophysical well logging and the production of the
30-year groundwater monitoring plan for site closure in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania.

Lead Geologist for the assessment and remediation of several liner breaches at the
PennElec coal ash pile landfill in Pennsylvania including the design of a switch-back
flow regime to meet residence time for phyto-remediation followed by a potassium
permanganate polishing treatment prior to discharge.

Lead Geologist for the installation of methane monitoring points to evaluate gas
migration into a residential subdivision in Nassau County, Florida and the preparation
of design drawings and specifications to remediate gas migration by the use of an
impermeable barrier.

Lead geologist for the assessment of proposed low-income housing development site in
St. Johns County from a closed off-site county dump during an Administrative Hearing
challenge in the St. Johns Water Management District that included a flood study of a
large wetlands system along the site’s boundary that was one of the main complaints of
the petitioner’s challenge.

Assessment of former 30-acre paint and brush manufacturing facility in Brunswick, GA
impacted with xylenes, ethylbenzene, benzene, toluene, heavy metals and TCE to
determine the feasibility of site cleanup to meet the 30-day non-reporting clause to
Georgia EPD upon discovery of contamination.
