A RESOLUTION MOURNING THE PASSING AND CELEBRATING THE LIFE OF OFFICER TCHENTER MARRU WILSON; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office and the City of Jacksonville were deeply saddened when Officer Tchenter Marru Wilson perished in a tragic automobile accident while off-duty on the night of June 21, 2013

WHEREAS,
Officer Wilson had a storied life and career; a Jacksonville native, Officer Wilson graduated from Ribault High  School in 1988; after earning a Bachelor of Science degree in history and political science at Florida State University he was subsequently  awarded a Master’s Degree in Public Administration by the University of North Florida; and

while contemplating the study of law and a career as an attorney or becoming a teacher, Officer Wilson embarked on and excelled in a career with law enforcement; and
WHEREAS,
after
 invaluable service in the important role as a School Resource Officer, charged with the security of our children, Officer Wilson brought his experience to bear to the Community Affairs Department of the Sheriff’s Office; and

WHEREAS,
sadly, in today’s world, law enforcement is fraught with danger, subject to suspicion and the ire of some; in his sixteen years with the Jacksonville’s Sheriff’s Office, Officer Wilson brought to law enforcement a genuine caring for others, a widely recognized intellectual aura, a bright smile and dedication to bettering our communities that, in turn, earned him the respect admiration and esteem from all who had the good fortune to know him; and
WHEREAS,
a proud brother of the Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Officer Wilson will be sorely missed and leaves behind family and friends to cherish his memories, including his mother, sisters, nieces and fiancé; his memory and example will forever be etched in our hearts;  now therefore
