Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $250,000 in 2009 Port Security Grant Program funding from the Department of Homeland Security to be used for land-based marine training and the purchase of equipment 

needed for the newly-acquired Port Security Disaster Operations Center, as initiated by B.T. 13-083; approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute on behalf of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department the Memorandum of Agreement between the Jacksonville Marine Transportation Exchange and the City of Jacksonville.  Requesting emergency action upon introduction.
Background Information: The purpose of the appropriation is to provide funding to be used for the land-based marine training and the purchase of equipment needed for the newly-acquired Port Security Disaster Operations Center.  The nature of the emergency is that the grant is time sensitive, expiring on November 30, 2013, and time is needed to teach the classes approved by the federal grant.
