AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF A JOINDER TO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA AND THE FLORIDA DEVELOPMENT FINANCE CORPORATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF AUTHORIZING THE FLORIDA DEVELOPMENT FINANCE CORPORATION TO EXERCISE ITS POWER AND AUTHORITY WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA; APPROVING FOR THE PURPOSES OF SECTION 147(f) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1986, AS AMENDED, THE ISSUANCE NOT TO EXCEED $20,000,000.00 OF EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES REVENUE BONDS BY THE FLORIDA DEVELOPMENT FINANCE CORPORATION TO FINANCE OR REFINANCE THE COST OF THE ACQUISITION, CONSTRUCTION, RENOVATION AND EQUIPPING OF EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES LOCATED WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the City Council (the “City Council”) of the City of Jacksonville, Florida (“City of Jacksonville”) is a political subdivision created and existing under the laws of the State of Florida (the "State") with powers under Chapter 166, Florida Statutes; and the Florida Development Finance Corporation (the “Issuer”) was created by the Florida Development Finance Corporation Act, Chapter 288, Part IX, Florida Statutes (the “Act”), which provides, in part, that the Issuer may issue revenue bonds to finance projects in Jacksonville, Florida (the “City”), for the benefit of approved Florida businesses to enhance economic development of the State of Florida (the “State”), provided that the Issuer has entered into an interlocal agreement with the local government agency in which the project will be located; and
WHEREAS, the Act further provides that, to efficiently and effectively achieve the purposes of the Act, it is necessary and in the public interest that the Issuer cooperate and act in conjunction with the public agencies of the State and local governments of the State through interlocal agreements pursuant to the Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969, as amended (the "Interlocal Act"); and

WHEREAS, Orange County and the Issuer have previously entered into that certain Interlocal Agreement, dated as of April 12, 1994 (the "Interlocal Agreement"), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 pursuant to which Orange County granted the Issuer full right, power, and authority to exercise any and all powers set forth in the Act and under the Interlocal Act (to the extent that the exercise of such powers is consistent with the purposes of the Act) for the Issuer within the respective corporate limits of Orange County.  The Interlocal Agreement provides that any other public agency (as defined in the Act) may join in the Interlocal Agreement at any time for the purpose of granting the Issuer full right, power, and authority to exercise any and all powers set forth in the Act and under the Interlocal Act (to the extent that the exercise of such powers is consistent with the purposes of the Act) for the Issuer within the corporate limits of such public agency by the execution of an addendum to the Interlocal Agreement; and

WHEREAS, although pursuant to Resolution 1997-302-A the City Council approved the execution of a joinder to the Interlocal Agreement, because a copy of an executed and recorded joinder cannot be located by the City, the Issuer or the Borrowers (defined below), due to the passage of time, the Issuer has requested that the City Council provide current approval of execution of a joinder to the Interlocal Agreement; and
WHEREAS, in order to grant the Issuer full right, power, and authority to exercise any and all powers set forth in the Act and under the Interlocal Act (to the extent that the exercise of such powers is consistent with the purposes of the Act) within the jurisdictional limits of the City, including without limitation the issuance of bonds to finance projects, the City Council wishes to authorize the execution of a joinder to the Interlocal Agreement in the form of Exhibit 2 attached hereto (the “Joinder”); and
WHEREAS, the Issuer intends to issue revenue bonds in an amount not to exceed $20,000,000 of its Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Renaissance Charter Schools, Inc. Project), Series 2013 (the “Bonds”) in one or more  tax-exempt and taxable bonds; and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of the Bonds will be loaned by the Issuer to Renaissance Charter School, Inc., Red Apple Development, LLC and/or one or more affiliates (collectively, the "Borrowers").  The Borrowers will use a portion of the proceeds of the Bonds to (A) finance or refinance the cost of (or reimburse themselves for prior expenditures for) acquisition, construction, renovation and equipping of an approximately 63,789 square foot facility to be operated as educational facilities, located at 9238 103rd Street, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida 32210 (the "Project"); and (B) pay costs associated with the issuance of the Bonds as more fully described in Exhibit 3;

WHEREAS, the Issuer has given its initial approval to the issuance of the Bonds to finance or refinance the Project; and
WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Code, requires as a condition of exclusion from gross income for federal income tax purposes of the interest on private activity bonds, as defined in Section 141(a) of the Code, such as the Bonds, that, after a public hearing following reasonable public notice, the issuance of such private activity bonds be approved by the governmental unit having jurisdiction over the area in which the private activity bond-financed facilities are to be located; and

WHEREAS, (i) on or before June 11, 2013, a notice was published in the Florida Times-Union, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the City of Jacksonville, with respect to a public hearing held on June 26, 2013 at 3 Independent Drive, 2nd Floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, which notices each described the Bonds and the location and nature of the Projects, a copy of which Notice of Public Hearing is attached hereto as Exhibit 4; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to such Notice of Public Hearing, (i) a public hearing was held by the Issuer on June 26, 2013, and minutes with respect to such public hearing are attached hereto as Exhibit 5; and
WHEREAS, the City Council constitutes the elected legislative body of the City of Jacksonville and Duval County, Florida and has jurisdiction over the area in which the Project will be located, and the Issuer has requested that the City Council, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code, approve the issuance by the Issuer of the Bonds, in an amount not to exceed $20,000,000, to finance the Project, and that the City Council approve the Interlocal Agreement substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1 to permit the Issuer to finance the Project; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section  AUTONUM  \* Arabic 

Findings and Declarations of Necessity.  It is hereby ascertained, determined and declared as follows:

A. The Issuer has requested that the City approve the issuance of the Bonds and the location and nature of the Project solely for the limited purpose of satisfying the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

B. It is desirable and in the best interests of the City that the issuance of the Bonds by the Issuer to finance and refinance the costs of the Project be approved by the City.

C. There is a need to enhance economic activity in the cities and counties of the State by attracting manufacturing, development, business enterprise management, and other activities conducive to economic promotion in order to provide a stronger, more balanced, and stable economy in the cities and counties of the State.

D. A significant portion of the businesses located in the cities and counties of the State, or desiring to locate in the cities and counties of the State, encounter difficulty in obtaining financing or are unable to obtain financing at all.

E. The difficulty in obtaining such financing impairs the expansion of the economic activity and the creation of jobs and income in communities throughout the State.

F. The businesses most often affected by these financing difficulties are small businesses critical to the economic development of the cities and counties of the State.

G. The economic well-being of the people in, and the commercial and industrial resources of, the cities and counties of the State would be enhanced by the provision of financing to businesses on terms competitive with those available in the most developed financial markets world-wide.

H. In order to improve the prosperity and stimulate development and advance the business prosperity and economic welfare of the cities and counties of this State and its inhabitants; to encourage and assist new business and industry in this State through loans, investments, or other business transactions; to rehabilitate and assist existing businesses; to stimulate and assist in the expansion of all kinds of business activity; and to create maximum opportunities for employment, encouragement of thrift, and improvement of the standard of living of the citizens of the State, it is necessary and in the public interest to facilitate the cooperation and action between organizations, public and private, in the promotion, development, and conduct of all kinds of business activity in the State.

I. In order to promote and stimulate development and advance the business prosperity and economic welfare of the cities and counties of this State and its inhabitants; to encourage and assist new business and industry in this State through loans, investments, or other business transactions; to rehabilitate and assist existing businesses; to stimulate and assist in the expansion of all kinds of business activity; and to create maximum opportunities for employment, encouragement of thrift, and improvement of the standard of living of the citizens of the State, it is necessary and in the public interest to facilitate the cooperation and action between organizations, public and private, in the promotion, development, and conduct of all kinds of business activity in the State.
Section 2. 
Approval of Interlocal Agreement and Joinder.

A.  The Interlocal Agreement, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is approved; and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver the Joinder to the Interlocal Agreement on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2, with such technical amendments as may be approved by the Mayor; and the filing of the Interlocal Agreement in accordance with Section 163.01, Florida Statutes, is hereby authorized. The term ‘technical amendments’ as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys, description of infrastructure improvements and/or any road project, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, schedules of performance and development, design standards, vehicles access and site plan, or other similar changes which have no financial impact on the City.

B.  The approval of the Interlocal Agreement and the Joinder granted herein does not constitute an endorsement to a prospective purchaser of the Bonds, or of the creditworthiness of the Borrowers or the Project, and the Bonds shall not constitute an indebtedness, liability, or obligation of the City, the State or of any county, municipal corporation or political subdivision thereof, or a pledge of the faith and credit or any taxing power of the City or the State or any political subdivision thereof, but the Bonds shall be limited obligations of the Issuer payable solely from the revenue derived from the Borrower and pledged to the payment thereof, and no owner of any of the Bonds shall ever have the right to compel any exercise of the taxing power of the State or of any county, municipal corporation or political subdivision thereof, nor to enforce the payment thereof against any property of said State or of any such county, municipal corporation or political subdivision.

C.
The execution of the Joinder to the Interlocal Agreement authorized herein shall be solely for the purpose of satisfying the requirements of the Act in order to grant the Issuer full right, power, and authority to exercise any and all powers set forth in the Act and under the Interlocal Act (to the extent that the exercise of such powers is consistent with the purposes of the Act) within the jurisdictional limits of the City and shall not be construed as an approval of any zoning building, or other developmental or regulatory permit, and the City Council shall not be construed by virtue of its enactment of this Ordinance to have waived, or be estopped from asserting, any rights or responsibilities it may have in that regard.

D.
The Council of the City of Jacksonville, Florida shall not be liable or responsible for any of the indebtedness, liabilities, costs, or expenses of the Issuer. All debts, liabilities, costs, and expenses incurred by the Issuer shall be paid solely by the Issuer as permitted under the Act.
Section 3.  Approval of Public Hearing and Issuance of the Bonds. The holding of the Public Hearings, and the issuance by the Issuer of its not to exceed $20,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Renaissance Charter Schools, Inc. Project), Series 2013, the proceeds of which will be used to finance and refinance the acquisition, construction and equipping of the Project, to be owned by the Borrower is hereby approved pursuant to and in accordance with Section 147(f) of the Code.

Section 4.

Limited Approval.  The approval given herein shall not be construed as (i) an endorsement of the issuance of the Bonds by the City, the creditworthiness of the Borrowers or the financial viability of the Project, (ii) a recommendation to any prospective purchaser to purchase the Bonds, (iii) an evaluation of the likelihood of the repayment of the debt service on the Bonds, or (iv) approval of any necessary rezoning applications or approval or acquiescence to the alteration of existing zoning or land use nor approval for any other regulatory permits relating to the Project, and the City shall not be construed by reason of its enactment of this Ordinance to make any such endorsement, finding or recommendation or to have waived any right of the City or estopping the City from asserting any rights or responsibilities it may have in such regard.  Further, the approval by City of the issuance of the Bonds by the Issuer shall not be construed to obligate the City to incur any liability, pecuniary or otherwise, in connection with either the issuance of the Bonds or the acquisition and construction of the Project, and the Issuer shall so provide in the financing documents setting forth the details of the Bonds.

Section 5.

Rule 4.901 Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage.  A One cycle emergency passage is requested so that the Bond closing may be scheduled as soon as possible, due to the volatile market conditions.  Any delays in scheduling the Bond closing could have a materially adverse impact on the economics of the Project being financed with such Bond proceeds.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

THIS JOINDER TO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (this “joinder”) is being
entered into as of this ___ day of , 2013 by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA and the FLORIDA DEVELOPMENT FINANCE
CORPORATION.

WHEREAS, Orange County, Florida, and the Florida Development Finance
Corporation have heretofore entered into that certain Interlocal Agreement, dated as of
April 12, 1994 (the “Interlocal Agreement”), providing for the acdvadon of the Florida
Devclopment Finance Corporation (the “FDFC”) pursuant to the provisions of the Florida
Development Finance Corporation Act of 1993 (such Act, as now or hereafter amended, is

WHEREAS, the Act and the Interlocal Agreement provide that any other
public agency (as dcfined in the Act) may enter into an Interlocal Agreement in order to
permit the FDFC to function within the corporate limits of such public agency; and

WHEREAS, the City of jacksonville, Florida (the “City”), a public agency as
defined in the Act, desires that the FDFC function within the jurisdictional limits of the City;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES HERETO DO HEREBY
AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

Section1. CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, heteby joins in the
Interlocal Agreement and agrees to be bound by all the terms and provisions thereof. The
City further agrees to file an executed copy of this Joinder, together with a copy of the
Interlocal Agreement, in the public records of the City and Duval County.

Section 2.  The execution of this foinder shall be solely for the purpose of

All debts, liabilides, costs, and
expenses incurred by the FDFC shall be paid solely by the FDFC as permitted under the
Act.

NCLB imposes strict expectations for schouls, by which 100% of their students must achieve proficicncy by
2014, but gives states a wide range in terms of variables. Florida has set intermediate goals fur readinyg and
mathemauus in order to vauch 100% proficient by the end of the 2013-2014 avademic school year, Therefure, for
cach group of school years, schools must meet a higher percentage of proficiency in reading and math. Under the
Act states have tlexibility to-craft their vwn standards, select their owa tests, aud definc proficiency in reading und
math as they choose; as a result, prohcncncv standards (which take the form of cut scores on state tests) vary widely
in their rigor and consistency. Florida’s eut scores range from the 307 to the 53* percentite making Florida's
proficiency stundards hard to schieve. Further, Florida does not apply a confidence interval (margin of eror) to
proficiency rate calculativns (percentage of students achieving praficient or higher on state test). This means that in
Flerida, schools will have greater difficulty in nchieving their snnual targets thun they would in states that employ
confidence intervals.

Qur historical performance in the State of Flurids demnonstrates our ability to achicve high performance towards
AYP. As depicted within the charts below, in.201035% of CSUSA operated schoals met 100% ot the AYP criteria
as set by the State of Florids. Only: 14% of schools within Florids met AYP,; therefore, CSUSA operated schouls are
2{ percentage points above the state average or 1530% higher.

staff changes. along with o leadership change during the school year. There were also two schools rated “C,” one.a
new start up school. Al other schools in Florida.received eidher an “A™ or 2 °B” This bas resulted even.as CSUSA
educatas a higher minority population than the state as a whole. During 2012 Downtown Miami Chater School,
once graded an “F" schovul received an- “A”.  In addition, alf four Charter Schools USA Florida High Schools
teceived an “A™ rating. In 2010, Renaissance Elementary Chaner School was one of the top 3 schools with the
highest academic achievement in Miami-Dade County, the largest school district-in Flurida and was also swarded a.
federal dissemination grant to meator a struggling charter school in Miami-Dade County. In 2009, Remaissance
Elemcntary Charter School was awarded the United States Depurtment of Education’s Blue Ribbon Award.

Due to CSUSA’s priority of academic rigor withun its schools, CSUSA is the first educarion management
compuny in the nation to be awarded the SACS CASH accreditution seal. This is a prestigious cducationat
achicvement that provides CSUSA with an externul review by an extermal team of professionsls in regard to
academic standurds to ensuce student achievement that are designed to further CSUSA’s improvement cfforts.
