RESOLUTION 2013-546-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING DEVON DAVISSON, LOGAN HOPKINS AND ALEX DEVEREUX FOR THEIR HEROIC ACTIONS IN SAVING A LIFE IN A POTENTIAL DROWNING INCIDENT AT HUGUENOT MEMORIAL PARK; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
courage is an attribute widely acknowledged as a genuine noble quality, and courageous, quick-thinking action that results in saving another’s life is heroic; and

WHEREAS,
as dusk approached on the late afternoon of Saturday, June 22, 2013, three teenagers, celebrating a birthday at Huguenot Park, heard a woman’s frantic, anguished plea for help for a swimmer who was in distress some fifty yards out in the surf; and

WHEREAS,
with surfboard in tow, Devon Davisson, age 16, plunged into the surf and sought to reach and rescue the swimmer in trouble, and was joined in the rescue by his friends Logan Hopkins and Alex Devereux; and
WHEREAS,
together the three boys, two of whom are students at Mandarin High School and the third a student at Fletcher High School, pulled the swimmer to shore, only to learn that the man’s brother was also missing in the surf; and

WHEREAS, the boys returned to the ocean but were unable to locate the other swimmer, who is presumed drowned despite their heroic attempt at a second rescue; and
WHEREAS,
the City Council wishes to express its deepest thanks to the three young men for their selfless act of bravery; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council hereby honors and commends high school students Devon Davisson, Logan Hopkins and Alex Devereux for their outstanding bravery and heroism in saving the life of a potential drowning victim in the surf off of Huguenot Park and attempting the rescue of a second victim, and extends its sincere thanks on behalf of the whole community for their selfless actions on behalf of strangers in distress.
