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ORDINANCE 2013-553
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $32,400 FROM THE CLERK OF COURT’S COUNTY REVENUE ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR JUROR TRANSPORTATION SERVICES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 13-097; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING OF NOTICE LETTER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on January 3, 2013, the City entered into an informal bid contract, as approved by the City’s Procurement Division pursuant to Purchase Order No. 303127, with Destinations Unlimited LLC, a Florida limited liability company (“Vendor”) to provide transportation services to jurors (the “Services”) traveling to and from the Duval County Courthouse for jury service (the “Contract”); and


WHEREAS, the original Contract term expired on April 8, 2013 and the City inadvertently failed to extend the Contract term beyond the expiration date; and


WHEREAS, due to the vital role of the jurors to the operations of the judicial system and to prevent any disruption of the Services, the City directed the Vendor to continue to provide the Services to the City beyond the Contract term; and


WHEREAS, the Vendor provided the Services to the City from March 25, 2013 through August 12, 2013 (the “Unpaid Period”) and has agreed to continue to provide the Services to the City through September 30, 2013; and 


WHEREAS, the Vendor has not been paid for the Services performed during the Unpaid Period, and desires to be paid for any additional Services to be performed through September 30, 2013; and


WHEREAS, the City through its Procurement Division, contemporaneously with this legislation, is in the process of extending and ratifying the Contract term for the Unpaid Period through September 30, 2013 (“Extension Period”) to enable the City to make payments to the Vendor for any Services performed during the Unpaid Period and for the duration of the Extension Period; and


WHEREAS, the City and the Duval County Clerk of the Court (“Clerk”) greatly appreciate the Services of the Vendor and desire to immediately resolve any unpaid and future amounts to be paid to the Vendor for Services performed during the Extension Period; and


WHEREAS, the Clerk has agreed to support and fund the costs of the Services to be performed by the Vendor during the Extension Period from its revenues in the amount of $32,400.00; and

WHEREAS, the City has agreed to provide free parking to jurors in the City-owned Duval County Courthouse Parking Garage located at 116 North Pearl Street(“Courthouse Garage”) effective October 7, 2013 and has initiated the required notice letter to the property manager, Metropolitan Parking Solutions, LLC, its successors and assigns (the “Property Manager”), effecting the same; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2012-2013 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) in the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Accounting is directed to move all past expenditures associated with the Contract to JEJE01103410. 


Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 above is to provide funding for juror parking services.

Section 3.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the vendor has not been paid for the services since April and the City risks losing the services.

Section 4.

Authorization and direction of notice letter.
The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute the required notice letter to the Property Manager pursuant to Section 8.2(g) of the Redevelopment Agreement dated March 5, 2004 between the City of Jacksonville, the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission, and Metropolitan Parking Solutions, LLC, its successors and assigns, to provide free parking at the Courthouse Garage for all jurors.
