AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO DEMOLITION APPLICATIONS FOR POTENTIAL LANDMARK STRUCTURES; AMENDING CHAPTER 320 (GENERAL PROVISIONS), PART 4 (PERMITS), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING SECTION 320.407 (DEMOLITION) TO REQUIRE DETERMINATIONS ON LANDMARK STATUS TO OCCUR AT THE SAME MEETING AS THE DETERMINATION ON A DEMOLITION APPLICATION PERTAINING TO A POTENTIAL LANDMARK STRUCTURE AND CLARIFYING THAT DENIAL OF LANDMARK STATUS BY THE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION AUTOMATICALLY ISSUES THE ASSOCIATED DEMOLITION PERMIT APPLICATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Chapter 320 (General provisions), Part 4 (Permits) amended.   Chapter 320 (General provisions), Part 4 (Permits) is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 320.  GENERAL PROVISIONS.

(b) Demolition of any building or structure in the Consolidated City of Jacksonville, excluding the Second, Third, Fourth and Fifth Urban Services Districts, individually listed on the National Register of Historic Places, determined to be eligible for individual listing on the National Register of Historic Places ("deemed eligible"), subject to the notice requirements contained herein, or which is a contributing structure within a historic district listed on the National Register of Historic Places shall be reviewed by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission before a permit is issued, pursuant to this subsection (b).

An application for demolition permit for properties defined in subsection (b) shall include the reason for demolition, documentation of any effort that has been made to save the structure, and a copy of the most recent Property Appraiser card. 

(2)
Within 60 calendar days, the Historic Preservation Commission shall issue a final decision on the subject of demolition. If the Commission votes to deny the demolition permit application, within the same 60-day period, at the next meeting after it considered the demolition request, so long as the next meeting is no less than 21 days following,(unless the Applicant has requested a continuance or deferral). It shall also issue an advisory recommendation to the City Council on the structure's landmark status pursuant to the provisions of utilizing the criteria and procedures in 307.104(q) regarding "potential landmark". The Historic Preservation Commission shall call a special meeting to meet the 60-calendar day deadline, if necessary. If the Historic Preservation Commission fails to meet this deadline, the demolition permit application shall be considered granted. If the Historic Preservation Commission elects to grant the demolition permit application, such decision shall constitute the final action by the City, and the Commission shall not consider landmarking status for the structure. 

(3)
The property owner may appeal the decision of the Historic Preservation Commission concerning demolition applications to the City Council. Such appeal shall be filed within 14 calendar days from the date of the Commission meeting. Notice of the appeal shall be provided to the applicant and all parties who spoke at the Commission meeting. The General Counsel's office shall prepare legislation concerning the appeal for introduction at the next City Council meeting, which may be considered by both the LUZ Committee and then the Council on an emergency basis. 

(4)
For positive recommendations of landmark status by the Commission, the LUZ Committee and City Council shall review all recommendations at their respective next regularly scheduled meetings, with notice to all parties. If either the Commission or the Council denies the landmark status, the demolition permit shall automatically issue.
