Bill Summary: The ordinance concerns a continuation grant.  It appropriates $124,129.69 in additional federal pass-through funding received from the Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida, as initiated by B.T. 13-084.
Background Information:  Founded in 1989, The Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida is a private, nonprofit corporation dedicated to shaping prevention policy and investing in innovative prevention programs that provide measureable benefits to the state’s children, families and communities.  It is an organization dedicated to funding research and demonstration projects to help Florida’s at-risk children and their families.  The funding in this appropriation is an increase in the core contract that the City has with The Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida for the City’s Healthy Families Jacksonville program administered by the Jacksonville Children’s Commission.
