An ordinance appropriating $28,000 from the environmental protection FUND TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE EDUCATIONAL AND OUTREACH ACTIVITIES OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD (THE “EPB”) AND TO ALLOW EPB TO PAY building rentals for environmental festival at Cummer Museum, travel, printing, fees for attendance at local events and operating/office supplies, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 13-087; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; waiving conflicting provisions of section 360.602 (USES OF FUND), ordinance code; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated by this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2015-2016.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the educational and outreach activities of the Environmental Protection Board (the “EPB”). This funding will also pay for building rentals for environmental festival at Cummer Museum, travel, printing, fees for attendance at local events and operating/office supplies. A copy of the funding breakdown and White Paper is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 4.

Conflicting Provisions of Section 360.602, Ordinance Code, Waived.  Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived so as to authorize the Environmental Protection Board to utilize funds generated from environmental fines for training costs and membership fees. The justification for the waiver is that it allows staff to remain current and up to date on environmental issues in order to inform EPB of best practices and activities in issues of prominence established by EPB. The waiver was approved by a unanimous vote of the Environmental Protection Board at its public hearing on July 8, 2013.  A copy of the minutes of the meeting of July 8, 2013, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 5.

Oversight Department.  The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

James Richardson made a presentation to the EPB asking for a $53,000 appropriation of the
Environmental Protection Fund o cover costs associated with education & outreach activities on
behalf of the EPB. He provided a breakdown of how the appropriation would be utiized. He
indicated that he was using categories as determined by the City's internal accounting system.

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He further detailed that the largest portion of the costs were associated with the EPB Symposium.
The planning team has discussed moving the event to a downtown location and there would be
a substantial increase in primarily food costs associated with the event. There were questions and
discussion by the EPB members. Mr. Richardson, in response to a concern that the funding request
was not enough, indicated that, at this time, as a good fiscal steward of taxpayer dollars, his
request was based on an educated assumption of costs anticipated over a 2-3 year period and
that was all that he was prepared to ask for at this time. The EPB discussed the value of the
activities and that they were a worthwhile and beneficial use of the EPF.

Board Discussion and Staff Clarification
Chair Jenkins asked if the members had any further questions or concerns. Hearing none, he

proceeded to voting on the matter.

Board Vote

A motion was made to approve the appropriation of $53,000 from the Environmental Protection
Fund (Fund] for environmental education and outreach activities of the Environmental Protection
Board (EPB). Further, to approve a waiver of Sec. 360.602 Crdinance Code as requested to
authorize use of the Fund for training and membership fees and a waiver of Sec. 106.203(b) as
requested to dllow for the purchase of food and beverages for the Envircnmental Symposium.
The motion was properly seconded and unanimously approved by the EPB (6-0).

EPB Education & Community Outreach Budget

Purpose

The purpose of this funding request is to authorize an appropriation of $28,000 from the
Environmental Protection Fund (Fund} for environmental education and outreach activities of
the Environmental Protection Board (EPB). A waiver of Sec. 360.602 Ordincnce Code is
requested to authorize use of the Fund for employee fraining and membership fees. The Board
reviewed and unanimously approved this request at its July meeting.

Background

The Fund, which was created in 1984, was established under the Board's purview 1o be used
by the Board for the purposes descrived in_Seclion 360.602 O.C. The established purposes for
use of the Fund include: _
* Restoration of polluted areas subject to Board actions.
e« Restoration where costs exceeded amount recovered from responsible party in judicial
or administrative proceedings.
« Torecover the costs and expenses of the Board in administering the Fund.
¢« To pay for the removal (emergency) or remedial actions {Cleanup).
« To fund education and outreach activities, studies, surveys, fests and investigations
pertaining to the duties of the Board.

Sources of Fund revenue include:
* Fines collected by the City
=  Moneysreceived as a result of an administrative or judicial proceeding
e Moneys recovered as punitive damages
¢ Moneys recovered as civil penalties

Examples of Previously Funded Education and Qutreach Activities

The Fund has previously been used to fund such activities as educational outreach in
partnership with Museum of Science and Science "MOSH", the Florida Coastal School / JU
Environmental Summiis, pay for various expenses associated with the City's “"green
building/sustainability” initiative, including expenses for education and oufreach efforts,
printing and fravel costs, as well as the $t. Johns River Alliance Summit, and St. Johns River
Reports issued annudlly.

Funding Objective

Historically, the Board has considered educational and outreach activities as vital to the
community's understanding of, and compliance with, Board Rules and City ordinances. They
are a major component of the City's Sustainability policies, and critical in. assisting the City to
achieve compliance with State mandated Nutrient Stormwater loading reductions of the
Lower S$f. Johns River Basin Management Action Plan. It is through this education and
outrecach the City can sustain- and enhance the great improvements to our quality of life
achieved over the past 29 years since the Board and the Fund were created.
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Funding Rationale

Education & Outreach are very important to the EPB in order to carry out their duties outlined
in Sec. 73 Ord Code, especially 73.102(d) - To investigate pollution control programs and
conservation programs in operation in other areas to make improvements in the regulation,
administration and enforcement of environmental quality control in the City; publicize the importance of
adequate pollution control, hold public hearings, discussions, forums and institutes, and arrange
programs for the presentation of information by experts in the field of pollution control, water supply and
conservation and visit and study environmental quality control programs conducted in other areas.

To achieve this, the education & outreach activities conducted by EPB and staff include
presentations to schools, hosting of festivals and participation in other community events.
Since the last appropriation for these activities, most of the education and outreach materials
utilized to carry out those activities have been depleted or have become worn or outdated.
This oppropriotion seeks to replenish and restore those items as well as develop new materials.

Another component of Sec. 73.102(d} centers on the investigation and study of other
programs in order to effectively carry out EPB duties and make improvements in environmental
quality. EPB members and staff attend local, state and national meetings of environmental
professionals to remain aware of current standards and trends and visit other municipalities to
observe implementation of programs in order to consider updates or changes to local rules
and programs. Training and tfravel are essential to the education of the EPB and fo the
community. Given the reduced General Fund budget over the past two years, some
operational costs traditionally supported by the General Revenue budget have been reduced
or eliminated. Recognizing this, along with the importance of education and outreach, the
EPB has authorized the use of the EPF to supplement costs such as training, fravel, dues &
subscriptions and supplies.
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
