Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the educational and outreach activities of the Environmental Protection Board (the “EPB”). This funding will also pay training costs, membership fees, and catering charges incurred at the annual EPB symposium luncheon.
Section 3.

Conflicting Provisions of Sections 106.203(b) and 360.602, Ordinance Code, Waived.  Section 106.203(b) (Expenditures of Public Funds), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived so as to allow public funds to be expended on catering charges at the annual EPB symposium luncheon. The justification for the waiver is that the EPB symposium provides the setting for the keynote address and the presentation of EPB’s annual achievement awards. Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived so as to authorize the Environmental Protection Board to utilize funds generated from environmental fines for training costs and membership fees. The justification for the waiver is that it allows staff to remain current and up to date on environmental issues in order to inform EPB of best practices and activities in issues of prominence established by EPB. Both waivers were approved by a unanimous vote of the Environmental Protection Board at its public hearing on July 8, 2013.  A copy of the minutes of the meeting of July 8, 2013, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 4.

Oversight Department.  The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Presentation by Petitioner

James Richardson made a presentation to the EPB asking for a $53,000 appropriation of the
Environmental Protection Fund to cover costs associated with education & outreach activities on
behalf of the EPB. He provided a breakdown of how the appropriation would be utilized. He
indicated that he was using categories as determined by the City's internal accounting system.
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He further detailed that the largest portion of the costs were associated with the EPB Symposium.
The pltanning team has discussed moving the event to a downtown location and there would be
a substantial increase in primarily food costs associated with the event. There were questions and
discussion by the EPB members. Mr. Richardson, in response to a concern that the funding request
was not enough, indicated that, at this time, as a good fiscal steward of taxpayer dollars, his
request was based on an educated assumption of costs anticipated over a 2-3 year period and
that was all that he was prepared to ask for at this time. The EPB discussed the value of the
activities and that they were a worthwhile and beneficial use of the EPF.

Hearing none, he
proceeded to voting on the matter.

Board Vote

A motion was made to approve the appropriation of $53,000 from the Environmental Protection

Board (EPB). Further, to approve & waiver of Sec. 360.602 Ordinance Code as requested to
authorize use of the’ Fund for training and membership fees and a waiver of Sec. 106.203(b) as
requested to allow for the purchase of food and beverages for the Environmental Symposium.
The motion was properly seconded and unanimously approved by the EPB (6-0).
