Introduced by the Council Member Redman and amended by the Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee:
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ORDINANCE 2013-560-E
An ordinance appropriating $39,000 FROM the planning department development services division TO PROVIDE $21,680 in FUNDING FOR THE SAN MARCO Boulevard BICYCLE/PEdestrian IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT and $17,320 in funding for general bicycle/pedestrian improvements; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-155-E established the position and funding for a Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator within the Planning and Development Department and the Bicycle/Pedestrian Coordinator position has yet to be filled; and 

WHEREAS, Jacksonville is currently one of the worst cities in the U.S. for deaths and injuries to bicyclists and pedestrians; and


WHEREAS, in 2007-2009, Jacksonville was 50th out of 51 cities in bicycle/pedestrian fatality rate; and 


WHEREAS, from 2011 to 2012, bicycle fatalities in Jacksonville increased 80%, and from 2011 to 2012, pedestrian fatalities increased 39%; and 


WHEREAS, between 1990 and 2009, the number of bike commuters rose 64% in large cities in the U.S.; and 

WHEREAS, San Marco Boulevard is utilized by many cyclists to ride from the Riverside/Avondale area over the Acosta Bridge toward Southside; and


WHEREAS, San Marco Boulevard’s current design is unsafe for bicycling and San Marco Boulevard is vitally important as a bicycle facility and proposed improvements would not disrupt the recent roadway “improvements” to San Marco Boulevard; and  


WHEREAS, the Bicycle Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC) recommended that the City undertake the improvements to San Marco Boulevard discussed herein at its meeting held on July 11, 2013; and

WHEREAS, promoting cycling and pedestrian activities boosts better public health, enhances the  environment  and demonstrates our City’s commitment to wholesome, invigorating physical fitness; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2012-2013 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide $21,680 in funding for the San Marco Boulevard Bicycle/Pedestrian Improvements Project, consisting of shared lane marking installation and signage for bicycle lanes along San Marco Boulevard, and a pedestrian crosswalk at the intersection of Riviera Street and San Marco Boulevard, as described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto. The $17,320 appropriated shall be used for general bicycle/pedestrian improvement projects countywide.
Section 4. 
Oversight Department. The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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San Marco Boulevard Bicycle/Pedestrian Improvements Project

Bicycle Improvements:

1. Sharrows

* Project distance is San Marco Boulevard from Hendricks Ave to Gary Street, including
Atlantic Boulevard from Hendricks to the square.

e Project distance is estimated at 5700’

e The Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (“MUTCD") requires shared lane markings
every 250 feet, beginning after every intersection.

* Roughly 23 sharrows per direction, or 46 total, plus 10% adjust for the “start after every
intersection” requirement.

e Yields 51 total sharrows.

» Public Works cost estimate per sharrow installed is $280 each.

* Total estimated expense for shared lane pavement markings - $14,280.

2. 'Bicycles May Take Full Lane’ signage

e Project distance is 5700'.

» There is no specified distance requirement for these signs in the MUTCD - No fewer than one
sign per 4 sharrows is recommended.

¢ Which yields 6 signs per direction, or 12 total.

* 3200 per sign according to Public Works; installed.

» Total estimated cost for signs is $2400.
