AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY AND THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE TOWN OF BALDWIN (THE “LOUS”), SUCH AMENDMENTS RATIFYING THE LAPSES IN TIME AND EXTENDING THE TERMS OF THE RESPECTIVE LOUS TO JUNE 14, 2014 WITH ALL OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE LOUS REMAINING UNCHANGED AND IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, due to an administrative oversight, the Letter of Understanding between the City and the Jacksonville Housing Authority for the 2008 CDBG Disaster Recovery Program (City Contract #7325-19) and the Letter of Understanding between the City and the Town of Baldwin for the 2008 CDBG Disaster Recovery Program (City Contract #5590-32)(together the “LOUs”) expired on June 14, 2012; and


WHEREAS, the 2008 CDBG Disaster Recovery grant was extended to December 31, 2013; and


WHEREAS, the LOUs should be amended by ratifying the lapse in time and by extending the terms of the respective LOUs to June 14, 2014; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amendments approved and execution authorized.  There are hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the First Amendment to Letter of Understanding between City of Jacksonville and Jacksonville Housing Authority, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, and the First Amendment to Letter of Understanding between City of Jacksonville and Town of Baldwin, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The amendments ratify the lapses in time and extend the terms of the respective LOUs to June 14, 2014. All other terms and conditions of the LOUs remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

in Duval County, Florida, and the JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY (hereinafter the
“Recipient™).
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, on October 10, 2010, the parties made and entered into City Contract # 7325-19
(hereinafter the “Agreement”) for tl'1e Project, retroactive to June 14, 2010; and

WHEREAS, from June 15, 2012 through the day and year first above written the parties have
worked together continuously and without interruption on the Project; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement has not been amended previously; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement should be amended by accepting, adopting, and ratifying all
actions of the parties under said Agreement from June 15, 2012, through the day and year first above
written, and by extending the term of the Agreement to June 14, 2014, with no increase in the
maximum indebtedness, such indebtedness remaining a not-to-exceed amount of $1,576,489.00, and
with all other provisions, terms, and conditions of said Agreement remaining unchanged; now
therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the Agreement and of the mutual covenants and promises
hereinafter contained, the parties agree as follows:
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1. The above stated recitals are accurate, true, and correct and, by this reference, are
incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

2. All actions of the parties under the provisions, terms, and conditions of said Agreement
from June 15, 2012, through the day and year first above written are accepted, adopted, and ratified.

3. The language appearing in the Agreement after the recitals and before Section I is
amended to cxtend the term of the Agrecement to June 14, 2014 and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

This LOU will become effective as of the 14™ day of June, 2010 and end the 4% day of June,
2014. '

4.  Section 4.02 in said Agreement is amended in part to extend the term of the Agreement to
June 14, 2014 and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“4.02 Grantee shall pay this amount over the period of the LOU commencing June 14, 2010
and ending June 14, 2014, to the Recipient for services rendered herein on a reimbursement
basis and in accordance with the provisions of this LOU and as set forth in Exhibit “A”. In no
event shall Grantee advance any of such funds. The Recipient shall expend the funds solely and
exclusively for the Project described in this LOU. The Recipient shall not expend or otherwise
use any of the funds for any other purpose.”

5. The total maximum indebtedness shall remain a not-to-exceed amount of $1,576,489.00.

SAVE AND EXCEPT as expressly amended in this First Amendment, the provisions, terms,

and conditions of said Agreement shall remain unchanged and shall continue in full force and effect.
