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ORDINANCE 2013-563
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF FLAG STREET LOCATED NORTH OF KINGS ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 TO  “KINGS PARK DRIVE”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the owners of an apartment complex located on Flag Street requested to change the Flag Street name due to the image associated with the Flag Street Gang; and

WHEREAS, the required petition signed by two-thirds of the property owners along the road and the application fee was provided by the owners of the apartment complex; and

WHEREAS, due to the name of the Flag Street Gang, apartment seekers do not wish to rent from the owner of the apartment complex located on Flag Street; and

WHEREAS, to avoid a reduction of tenant occupancy, the owners of the apartment complex wish to change the Flag Street name to “Kings Park Drive”; and

WHEREAS, on June 5, 2013, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that a segment of the public street name “Flag Street” located north of Kings Road should be changed to “Kings Park Drive” in order to eliminate association with the Flag Street Gang.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of 6 apartment buildings which contain 84 units; and

WHEREAS, on June 26, 2013, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 2; and 
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Flag Street” is attached hereto as Exhibit 3; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Flag Street” to “Kings Park Drive”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Flag Street” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Flag Street” located north of Kings Road in Council District 9 is hereby renamed “Kings Park Drive”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Flag Street” is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Present Street Name: Flag Street
Proposed Street Name: Kings Park Drive

Reason for Change: This street name change is being requested in
order to eliminate negative connotations
associated with the name of Flag Street due to a
gang that was locally known as the " Flag Sfreet
Gang".

Initiated By: This street name change has been initiated
through the submittal of a street name change
application to the Planning and Development
Department from Jacksonville Affordable
Communities - THC, Inc. The application has
been submitted with the required petition signed
by 2/3rds of the property owners along the road
and application fee.

Background

This proposed sfreet renaming includes a segment of Flag Street that is
located north of Kings Road. The roadway in this location extends into the
Kings Ridge Aparfments where the road continues as a private roadway
within the complex.

This apartment complex is owned and managed by Jacksonville
Affordable Communities - THC, Inc. and they are requesting this street
name change in order to eliminate negative connotations associated
with the "“Flag Street” name. The Flag Street name has became
unfavorable as a result of alocal gang called the "“Flag Street Gang”.

The proposed road name, “Kings Park Drive" was derived from the name
of the plat where the Kings Ridge Apartments complex is located. The
plat, named Kings Road Park, includes the section of Flag Street that is
included in this proposed street name change. The map on the following
page shows the location and extent of this proposed sfreet renaming.
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The proposed street renaming only includes the portion of Flag Street that
extends north of Kings Road. There is another segment of Flag Street that
extends south from Kings Road. Because the two segments of this
roadway do not directly align with one another the segments are not
considered contiguous and therefore it is appropriate to allow this name
change to occur on only the northern segment. The aerial on the
following page shows the location and alignment of both road segments.

(b) A proposed change in street name may be initiated by
the City, or by petition filed with the Planning and
Development Department and signed by at least two-thirds
of the owners of property abutting the street.

(f) A proposed street name shall not exceed 30 characters in
length, including directional and street type information, and
shall not include special characters, hyphenation or
abbreviations, and shall otherwise be in compliance with the
guidelines sef forth in the Policy.

(g) All street name c‘honges shall be for the entire length of
the street and not for a short segment of the sfreet. The entire
length shall be deemed as the contiguous length of the road.
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Impacts

The proposed street name change will impact the address of six
apartment buildings within the Kings Ridge Apartments complex. Each
apartment building contains 14 units therefore a fotal of 84 unit addresses
‘will need to be changed to reflect the new street name of Kings Park
Drive.

There will be no impacts to other properties along the road. Two of these
properties are currently vacant and the third property is used as a child
daycare facility. The daycare facility is addressed from Kings Road.

911 Committee Decision

The 911 Committee made a determination that the proposed sfreet name
change would not create a problem for emergency response and voted
fo approve the proposed name change from Flag Street fto Kings Park
Drive.
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Ms. Lively stated that she would bring the information back to the Committee for
discussion and the Chairman added that notifications will be sent to the property owners
again.

Flag Street Name Change - Staff identified that they received an application to
change the name of Flag Street to Kings Park Drive. The application included a petition
signed by 2/39's of the property owners along the street as required under Chapter 745. In
this case there were three other property owners so two of the three owners signed the
petition. The petition and application met all of the requirements under Chapter 745 and
the application fee has been paid. We are now moving forward to bring this change
before the Committee.

The street name change involves a segment of Flag Street that extends north of
Kings Road which extends into the Kings Ridge Apartment Complex. The name change
will occur on both the public and private portion of the roadway which will cause a total
of 84 apartment unit addresses to be changed. However the applicant for the change is
the Jacksonville Affordable Communities, who are the owners/managers of this complex.
By initiating this change they are accepting the need to reassign these addresses.

There are three other properties abutting this road and two of these properties are
vacant. The third property is used as a child daycare facility and they are addressed off of
Kings Road. None of the other properties will have any impact to their address.

Staff presented information concerning the requirements for street name changes
as established under Chapter 745.

1) Street name changes can be initiated by the City or by petition filed with
the Planning and Development Department and signed by at least 2/3rds
of the property owners.

2) Proposed street name change shall not exceed 30 characters in length
and will not include special characters such as hyphens or abbreviations.
3) All street name changes will be for the entire length of street and not just a

short segment. This is defined as the entire contiguous length of the road.

Staff explained that they believe that the proposed change is consistent with this
aspect of Chapter 745 since the portion of Flag Street located south of Kings Road does
not directly line up with the Flag Street located north of Kings Road and therefore the road
segments are not contiguous and this name change can include just the north segment.

All street name changes go before the Committee to determine if the proposed
street name change could create a problem for emergency response so we are asking
the Committee to consider whether or not this street name change would pose a problem
for emergency response.

Ms. Welte asked if only the street name is changing and -if there would be any
changes to the house numbers?. '

Staff responded that it would change the address of 84 units to recognize the new
road name however the numbers would not change.
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Ms. Rosenfeld asked about the number range for Kings Park Drive explaining that
there are a number of roads that use “Kings" as part of the name.

Staff responded that the range of the subject roadway is 2100 -2200 range.

Ms. Welte asked about the other properties along the road and asked if the vacant
properties included vacant single family residences?.

Staff explained that ’rhe.,broperﬁes were undeveloped.

Cherry Shaw asked if the northern portion of Flag Street would be the only part of
Flag Street to change because it is not contiguous?.

Staff responded that that is correct.
The Chairman then opened the Floor to the speaker present.

Max Suter infroduced himself and identified that he is the Chairman Jacksonville
Affordable Communities Inc. which owns the property.

Mr. Suter identified that from 1996 for a period of about 10 years there was a
problem in this area with Flag Street Gang and the Grand Park Gang which has since
stopped, however because of that problem the street was closed on the 13t Street side of
the complex. However, because of the history of this area whenever they go to show a
property if they say the name of Flag Street, people don't want to go any further. - The
name has got a very negative connotation and they would like to get away from it.

The other adjourning property owners are the bank, and they took the property
back on foreclosure. The church property is just an out parcel piece, the church is
actudlly located next to the daycare and the name would not have any impact at all.

He stated that he has checked with police officers who have been around there
for a long time and they were all supportive of the name change. He then offered to
answer any questions. "

The Chairman asked if there were any questions. Seeing none, he asked if anyone
would like to make a motion.

Ms. Welte made a motion to approve the name change.

Mr. Donahue seconded the motion.

The Committee voted unanimously to approve the name change.

The property was originally associated
with the Kings Road plat. It was platted in
1912. It does not reflect the original street
grid as we see it today or street name -- oOr
rather the (inaudible) was established in the
plat but does not exist today are the street
names. We do not know the age.of the street
name because of the later change, and as far aé
we know it is not a duplicate street name.

So that's just a quick summary of
Flag Street.
