BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

The Council has considered the recommendation of the Land Use and Zoning Committee and reviewed the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department concerning zoning waiver SW-13-10.

Owner and Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Edie Williams LLC and is legally described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.

The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary. Failure to exercise the waiver, if herein granted, by commencement of the use or action herein approved within one year of the effective date of this order shall render this waiver invalid and all rights arising therefrom shall terminate.
