WHEREAS, the Mayor’s budget as introduced proposed to close three fire stations (Fire Station 11 – 2732 Talleyrand Avenue, Fire Station 12 – 3408 Atlantic Boulevard and Fire Station 14 – 4242 Herschel Street) and six libraries (Beaches, San Marco, University, Willowbranch, Maxville and Brentwood Branches); and 


WHEREAS, during the Finance Committee budget process, the Finance Committee has restored funding for all of the three fire stations and all of the six library branches (Beaches, San Marco, University, Willowbranch, Maxville and Brentwood Branches); and


WHEREAS, §122.106, Ordinance Code, requires that any closures or substantial changes to the fire stations and libraries provide for a public hearing and notices and a proposed order by the Mayor; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
 Waiver of Section 122.106 (Public hearing required for closing or change of use of fire stations or libraries), Ordinance Code.
 All provisions of Section 122.106, (Public hearing required for closing or use of fire stations or libraries), Ordinance Code, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, are hereby waived. 
 

Section 2.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction, pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the closures are contemplated in the City Council Budget which has a public hearing on September 24, 2013 in order to have the waiver in advance of the public hearing the legislation must be considered at the only Council meeting prior to public hearing.
