An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $2,608,329 IN FEDERAL HOUSING OPPORTUNITY FOR PERSONS WITH AIDS (HOPWA) PROGRAM FUNDING TO PROVIDE HOUSING ASSISTANCE AND RELATED SUPPORTIVE SERVICES TO LOW-INCOME PERSONS LIVING WITH HIV/AIDS AND THEIR FAMILIES WITHIN DUVAL COUNTY, as initiated by b.t. 14-001; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE AWARDS; APPROVING hopwa MANAGEMENT POLICIES; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY r.c. 14-001; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide housing assistance and related supportive services to low-income persons living with HIV/AIDS and their families within Duval County.
Section 4.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.  Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations," Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 "Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations," and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the HOPWA grant monies) in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, then the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s HOPWA contracts to be awarded to the recipients.

Section 4.

HOPWA Program Management Policies approved. There are hereby approved the management policies for the HOPWA Program set forth in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Approval of Position.
There is hereby approved the position more fully described in R.C. 14-001, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

The Housing & Community Development Division has submitted Budget Transfer {(BT14-001) and Record
Change (RC14-001) forms associated with the City’s Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS
(HOPWA) program. The Division anticipates the legislation associated with this appropriation being
introduced to Council on September 10, 2013 and, barring any deferrals, receiving approval on October
8, 2013. In addition, Budget Transfer (BT13-090) has been submitted to re-appropriate lapsed HOPWA

funds from prior years.

HOPWA Program Highlights:

e The HOPWA grant program is authorized under 24 CFR 574 and is administered through the
Department of Housing and Urban Development.

e The City of Jacksonville’s annual HOPWA allocation is determined by formula based on AIDS
surveillance information provided by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). Per
the 2011 CDC HIV Surveillance Report, there were 5,560 persons living with HIV/AIDS in the
Jacksonville Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA).

e HOPWA funds must be used to provide housing, social services, program planning and
development costs to benefit low income persons that are medically diagnosed with HIV/AIDS

and their families.

e The Housing and Community Development Division, through its annual universal cycle, solicits
applications from entities seeking to provide eligible activities under the program. Please see
attached memorandum for additional information regarding the Universal Application Process.

e The recipients of these funds were selected through a public Notice of Funding Availability
(NOFA) soliciting application. Those applications were reviewed, scored and ranked according to
the ability of the proposed project to meet the program’s objectives and the ability of the

recipient to provide the services proposed.

originally approved by City Council.
