An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $5,554,760 IN FEDERAL COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) FUNDING TO ACTIVITIES THAT DEVELOP VIABLE URBAN COMMUNITIES BY PROVIDING DECENT HOUSING AND SUITABLE LIVING ENVIRONMENTS AND BY EXPANDING ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITIES, PRINCIPALLY FOR LOW AND MODERATE INCOME PEOPLE, as initiated by b.t. 14-003; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE AWARDS; approving CDBG program management policies; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY r.c. 14-003; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for activities that develop viable urban communities by providing decent housing and suitable living environments and by expanding economic opportunities, principally for low and moderate income people.
Section 4.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.  Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations," Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 "Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations," and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the CDBG grant monies) in accordance with OMB Circular A-110, then the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s CDBG contracts to be awarded to recipients.  To the extent that a particular award/program does not require compliance with OMB Circulars A-110 or A-122, or 24 CFR Part 84, then compliance with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, will instead be required.

Section 5.

CDBG Program Management Policies approved. There are hereby approved the management policies for the CDBG Program set forth in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.

Approval of Positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 14-003, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD} makes available Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
funds to assist low- and moderate- income persons in Duval County, Florida. These funds are made available annually, through
formula allocation, based upon census data for the county. CDBG funds are intended to develop viable communities by providing
decent housing, a suitable living environment, and opportunities to expand economic opportunities, principally for low- and
moderate-income persons. CDBG funds can be used for a number of activity types within the county, including: affordable housing,
public services, capital improvements, economic development, and providing improved community facilities and services. As an
entitlement community, Duval County

must give maximum feasible priority to activities which benefit low- and moderate-income persons.

may carry out activities which aid in the prevention or elimination of slums or blight.

may fund activities having a particular urgency because existing conditions pose a serious and immediate threat to the
health or welfare of the community.

CDBG funds may be used for activities which include, but are not limited to:

acquisition of real property;

relocation and demolition;

rehabilitation of residential and non-residential structures; .

construction of public facilities and improvements, such as water and sewer facilities, streets, neighborhood centers, and
the conversion of school buildings for eligible purposes;

CDBG funds may be used by the grantee or other public or private nonprofit entities for the:
Acquisition (including long term leases for periods of 15 years or more)},

Rehabilitation (including removal of architectural barriers to accessibility), or

e Installation
of public improvements or facilities (except for buildings for the general conduct of government). Neither the statute nor the
regulations define the terms “public facilities” or “public improvements.” However, in the CDBG program, these terms are
broadly interpreted to include all improvements and facilities that are either publicly owned or that are traditionally provided by the
government, or owned by a nonprofit, and operated so as to be open to the general public. This would include neighborhood
facilities, firehouses, public schools, and libraries. Public improvements include streets, sidewalks, curbs and gutters, parks,
playgrounds, water and sewer lines, flood and drainage improvements, parking lots, utility lines, and aesthetic amenities on public
property such as trees, sculptures, pools of water and fountains, and other works of art.

o CommerciaI/industriaI—CofﬁmerciaI or industrial property, but where such property is owned by a for-profit,
rehabilitation under this category is limited to exterior improvements of the building and the correction of code
violations. (Further improvements for such buildings may qualify under the category of Special Economic
Development Activities.)

o Other—Nonprofit-owned, nonresidential buildings and improvements that are not considered to be public
facilities or improvements under §570.201(c) of the CDBG program regulations.

Homeowner rehabilitation is one of the most common community development programs administered nation-wide. CDBG funds
provide a wide range of flexibility with rehabilitation of projects and design considerations. Grantees can choose to do emergency
repair programs, spot rehabilitation or full house rehabilitation. CDBG can be used for grants, loans, loan guarantees, interest
subsidies, or other forms of assistance to homeowners for the purpose of repairs, rehabilitation, or reconstruction.

The City of Jacksonville proposes to use $1,456,912.00 in funding for Housing Rehabilitation for fiscal year 2013-2014 as outlined
below:

Limited Repair Program S 956,912.00
Utility Tap In Program 500,000.00
Total Program Delivery _ S 1,456,912.00

When CDBG funds are leveraged in any single housing project, the most restrictive affordability period will apply, depending on the
other federal, state or local funding sources used.

Rental Rehabilitation Program

The Division’s Rental Rehabilitation Program will be governed by the following guidelines:
Which Properties are Eligible?

CDBG funds may be used for acquisition of property for an eligible rental housing project. CDBG may also be used to rehabilitate
rental housing. Grantees may provide assistance in the form of loans, grants, loan guarantees, interest subsidies and other forms of
assistance for rental housing rehabilitation and acquisition/rehabilitation projects. Eligible properties may be:

e  Publicly- or privately-owned; and

e Residential or mixed use.

Project funding will be awarded on a first-come, first-eligible basis in response to a formal advertised Request for Qualifications
(RFQ) or Request for Proposals (RFP) as issued by the City’s Procurement Division.

What are the Criteria?

e Applicants must show the ability to process and expedite in a timely fashion as measured by:
o Site control {evidenced by a Warranty Deed)
Zoning
Land Use and Site Plan
Site suitability {soil, environmental)
Engineering (planned or completed)
Architectural (planned or completed)
o Building Permit (Completed, Submitted and Received)
e Applicants must meet and provide the following financial requirements:
o Development Pro Forma (must outline the amount to be reserved)
o Must have construction financing in place and provide evidence thereof

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Eligible uses of funding:

e Eligible expenditures include:

e Labor, materials and other rehabilitation costs;

e Refinancing, if necessary and appropriate;

e Energy efficiency improvements;

Utility connections;

Evaluating and treating lead-based paint; (NOTE: This is also eligible as a separate activity);

e Conservation costs for water and energy efficiency;
e Landscaping, sidewalks, and driveways when accompanied with other rehabilitation needed on the property;
e Rehabilitation services (loan processing, work write-ups, inspections, etc.); and
e Handicap accessibility improvements.
Maximum Award:

Awards will be based on the amount needed to subsidize the project’s development gap as determined by the Division through a
Subsidy Layering Analysis. In no circumstance shall the development gap subsidy exceed the Section 221(d)(3) Maximum Per Unit
Subsidy Limits as established by HUD and updated annually.

Minimum Affordability Period:

The City uses the HOME Program affordability period on projects assisted with CDBG funds in order to ensure that CDBG
investments yield affordable housing over the long term.

For Homebuyer Projects, the length of the affordability period is based on the amount of CDBG funds, combined with any other
federal, state or local funding administered by the Division, invested in the property.

For Rental Projects, the length of the affordability period is based on the amount of CDBG funds, combined with any other federal,
state or local funding administered by the Division, invested in the property, as well as on the nature of the activity funded.

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The City’s financial assistance for all Housing activities will be in the form of a subordinate mortgage, at 0% interest, for a term
matching the federal affordability period requirements as previously defined, with the subsidy forgiven at the end of the term. If the
property is sold before the end of the Cify's mortgage term, or the applicant ceases to adhere to the program requirements
contained within the Mortgage and Note, the applicant must repay the City the original loan amount or the amount by which net
proceeds of the sale are available after payment of the first mortgage and closing costs, if net proceeds are insufficient to fully repay
the balance.

Subordination Policy

It is the general policy of the City of Jacksonville’s Housing and Community Development Division (the “Division”) not to subordinate
the City’s mortgage on an applicant’s property interest to allow for additional debt or cash-out refinances. However, subordinations
will be considered under the following circumstances:

. To refinance the applicant’s existing first mortgage to a lower interest rate;
. To modify the applicant’s existing first mortgage in conjunction with a lender-approved default workout; or
. To make needed repairs to the applicant’s home, which if not corrected may pose a threat to the health and safety of the

occupants; or for repairs that address code violations or incipient code violations. Only the cost of rehabilitation and
applicable closing costs with market interest rates and terms will be considered.

In order for the subordination request to be considered where cash is to be provided for repairs, the applicant must obtain an
itemized, written proposal from a licensed general, residential or building contractor, who will perform the work that necessitates a
loan and mortgage to which the City’s mortgage will be subordinated. No exceptions to this policy will be granted. The City
maintains a list of approved, licensed contractors that the applicant may utilize to obtain such a bid proposal, but the applicant is not
required to use contractors from the City’s list.

To be considered for subordination, the applicant’s lender-selected closing agent must fax the following documents to the Housing
and Community Development Division:

. Good Faith Estimate with the new interest rate and terms clearly stated,

. A copy of the Title Commitment for the proposed transaction,

. A copy of the Preliminary HUD-1 Settlement Statement,

. A copy of the contractor’s itemized, written proposal (if cash is to be disbursed per above),
o A recent property appraisal (no older than six months)

In the event that the current first mortgage lender is modifying the existing first mortgage as part of a lender-approved default
workout, the Title Commitment and Appraisal requirements can be waived if acceptable to the Division.

Upon approval of the proposed transaction by Housing and Community Development Division staff, the mortgage subordination will
be prepared and forwarded to the City’s Office of General Counsel. After legal review, the Subordination Agreement will be
forwarded for execution. The fully executed subordination agreement will be returned to the Division for recording in the public
records.

Following the closing of the new loan transaction, the title/closing agent is required to forward to the Division a copy of the final,
Executed HUD-1 for review. If the Final HUD-1 varies in any material manner from the Preliminary HUD-1, the City will not be
required to record the executed subordination in the Public Records of Duval County, FL.

Recapture Requirements:

Development subsidy awards will be in the form of a grant or a loan, as determined by the subsidy layering review. Affordability will
be maintained by a security agreement placed on the property for the minimum affordability period defined above. Projects must
start within six months following the reservation of the award and remain progressive through the completion of the project.
Failure to comply with this requirement will result in the cancellation of the award reservation.
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Once the recipient provides evidence of meeting the funding criteria and submits a detailed development budget, identifying the
proposed development gap for each site, then staff will initiate the following actions:

e aproject setup form and subsidy layering review will be completed for each site,

e the project will be set up in IDIS,

e acommitment letter will be drafted,

e a CDBG contract will be drafted for the proposed number of units and the funding amount as identified on the
development pro formas.

All contracts must be reviewed by the Office of General Counsel and the General Accounting Division before the contract will be
signed by the Mavyor or his designee.

CDBG Program Income

Pursuant to Chapter 111.620, Municipal Code, the following outlines the Division’s policies regarding the management of program
income:

There are hereby established Revenue Fund accounts into which all proceeds and program income including rental
payments, pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States or the State of Florida, shall be
made, and accrued interest earned, shall be deposited, and from which funds shall only be disbursed for uses in accordance
with federal program guidelines of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and any applicable program
guidelines-of the State of Florida. The programs will be administered in compliance with applicable federal, state and local
laws, rules and regulations using forms and procedures developed by the Housing and Community Development Division of
the Neighborhoods Department within approved budget limits.

For program income and principal or interest received from the repayments of loans under the Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG) Program, in compliance with the requirements of 24 CFR 570.504, the Mayor, or his or her designee,
shall have the authority to transfer funds to any unpaid contract amounts of CDBG and housing projects approved by prior
City Council ordinances and shall be used to fund any unpaid amounts under said contracts prior to the use of CDBG
Program entitlement proceeds appropriated by Council; provided, however, the above provision shall not be construed to
grant any authority to increase said contract amounts or the City’s financial obligations under said contracts previously
approved by City Council without further approval by the Council. Other than as provided herein, program income and
principal or interest received from repayments of loans under the CDBG Program shall not be used for any other expenditure
or use without further approval and appropriation by the Council.

CDBG Mortgage Servicing Activities

In the day-to-day servicing of the Division’s CDBG mortgage portfolio, the Mayor, upon the recommendation of the Chief of the
Community and Development Division, the Director of the Neighborhoods Department and the form approval of the Office of
General Counsel, shall have the authority to execute documents related to the satisfaction, reduction and/or subordination of
existing mortgages with the following limitations:

e Satisfaction of Mortgage Documents must be documented by one or more of the following:
o Proof of payment for all amounts outstanding under the mortgage under the contracted terms.
o Forgiveness of the mortgage as per provisions contained within the recorded loan documents.
o Fully executed short-sale authorization as required by Chapter 112.

e  Reduction of Lien Documents:
o The original note and mortgage recorded in the Public records, and
o Proof of the actual rehabilitation costs associated with the project.

e Subordination of Mortgage Documents:
o Adherence to the Subordination Policy outlined above.
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CDBG Program Management Policies

In the day-to-day management of the Division’s CDBG program, the Director of the Neighborhoods Department, upon the
recommendation of the Chief of the Community and Development Division and appropriate program manager, shall have the
authority to authorize line-item budget changes for CDBG program contracts and agreements with the following limitations:

e Noline item budget change may increase the overall maximum indebtedness under the award as originally approved by
City Council,

¢ Line item budget changes may not exceed, in an aggregate amount, 10% of the award as originally approved by City
Council, and

e Lline item budget changes may not create line items not contemplated in the award as originally approved by City Council.
