An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $392,963 IN FEDERAL EMERGENCY SOLUTIONS GRANTS PROGRAM (HEARTH-ESG) FUNDING FOR ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS, DATA COLLECTION AND ANALYSIS, HOUSING ASSISTANCE, AND RELATED SUPPORTIVE SERVICES WITHIN DUVAL COUNTY, as initiated by b.t. 14-004; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDINANCE; approving esg program management policies; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Carryover.

The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

ESG Program Management Policies approved. There are hereby approved the management policies for the ESG Program set forth in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

SUBJECT: State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) 2014 Program

The Housing & Community Development Division has submitted Budget Transfer (BT 14-005) associated
with the City’s State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) program. The Division anticipates the
legislation associated with this appropriation being introduced to Council on September 10, 2013 and,
barring any deferrals, receiving approval on October 8, 2013.

State Housing Initiatives Partnership {SHIP) Program Highlights:

e The SHIP grant program is authorized under Section 420.907, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 67-
37, Florida Administrative Code and is administered through Florida Housing Finance
Corporation.

e The City of Jacksonville’s SHIP Funds are allocated based upon a population-based formula.
These funds are derived from the collection of documentary stamp tax revenues, which are
deposited into the Local Government Housing Trust Fund.

s SHIP funds may be used to fund emergency repairs, new construction, rehabilitation,
down payment and closing cost assistance, impact fees, construction and gap financing,
mortgage buy-downs, acquisition of property for affordable housing, matching dollars for
federal housing grants and programs, and homeownership counseling.

¢ The Housing and Community Development Division, through its annual universal cycle, solicits
applications from entities seeking to provide eligible activities under the program. Please see
attached memorandum for additional information regarding the Universal Application Process.

s The recipients of these funds were selected through a public Notice of Funding Availability
{NOFA) soliciting application. Those applications were reviewed, scored and ranked according to
the ability of the proposed project to meet the program’s objectives and the ability of the
recipient to provide the services proposed.
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Proposed Activities:

The Housing & Community Development Division received nine (9) applications for SHIP funds for a total
amount requested, including 3% administration, of $1,333,000. Of the applications received, seven (7)
passed the threshold review and five (5) were recommended for funding in a total amount, including 3%
administration, of $1,286,005. The following activities and their proposed funding amounts are as

In addition to the above, the Division respectfully requests that the following program administration
policies be included in the legislation authorizing and appropriating this program:

SHIP Mortgage Servicing Activities

In the day-to-day servicing of the Division’s SHIP mortgage portfolio, the Mayor, upon the
recommendations of the Chief of the Community and Development Division and the Director of the
Neighborhoods Department and the form approval of the Office of General Counsel, shall have the
authority to execute, documents related to the satisfaction, reduction and/or subordination of existing

mortgages with the following limitations:

e Satisfaction of Mortgage Documents must be documented by one or more of the following:
o Proof of payment for all amounts outstanding under the mortgage under the contracted
terms.
o Forgiveness of the mortgage as per provisions contained within the recorded loan
documents. _
o Fully executed short-sale authorization as required by Chapter 112.
e Reduction of Lien Documents:
o The original note and mortgage recorded in the Public records, and
o Proof of the actual rehabilitation costs associated with the project.
s Subordination of Mortgage Documents:
o Adherence to the Subordination Policy as contained in the City of Jacksonville’s Local
Housing Assistance Plan, as approved by City Council.

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SHIP Program Management Policies

In the day-to-day management of the Division’s SHIP program, the Director of the Neighborhoods
Department, upon the recommendation of the Chief of the Community and Development Division and
appropriate program manager, shall have the authority to authorize line-item budget changes for SHIP
program contracts and agreements with the following limitations:

¢ No line item budget change may increase the overall maximum indebtedness under the award
as originally approved by City Council,

s Line item budget changes may not exceed, in an aggregate amount, 10% of the award as
originally approved by City Council, and

¢ Line item budget changes may not create line items not contemplated in the award as originally
approved by City Council.
