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City Magistrate Position

Scope of Position

The City Magistrate will hear all municipal code violations to include all handicap citations. In
addition, the Magistrate is to hear all Drug Court cases to include:

. Weekly Dependency families with drug addictions that could face removal of children
for temporary and/or permanent wards of the state.

. Twice weekly Adult Drug Court cases involving felony charges that can be returned to
work places or face prison.

. Weekly Juvenile Drug Court cases that place juveniles back into the public school
classes and reunite with families or face detention and placement in foster care.

. Weekly Mental Health Court that decides if incarcerated adults can remain in society
with case management, monitoring on medications or be placed in institutional care.

. Weekly Veterans Court that hears felony cases involving U.S. Military veterans.

s This position assists in hearing of Domestic Violence cases to ensure that the violator is
attending classes and monitors the family for safety and other needs.

The Magistrate along with Public Defender, State Attorney’s Office and local Mental Health
agencies monitor offenders for release back to society, gainful employment and housing.

All assignments are from the Chief Judge and this position reports to the Chief Judge. Other
duties may be assigned as need by the Chief Judge.
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
