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ORDINANCE 2013-606
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY (R.E. NUMBER 083315-2000) LOCATED BETWEEN CHURCH STREET EAST AND DUVAL STREET EAST IN THE BLOCK JUST WEST OF PALMETTO STREET, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS SALE AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH SALE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.423 (APPRAISAL at or below $25,000) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW CONVEYANCE OF SAID PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY TO HUBBARD HOUSE, Inc. AT NO COST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Hubbard House, Inc. has received a grant for the expansion of its domestic violence shelter; and

WHEREAS, the proposed expansion would need to extend west beyond Hubbard House, Inc.’s existing property line into a parcel of real property, R.E. Number 083315-2000, owned by the City (the “Subject Property”); and

WHEREAS, the City’s Real Estate Division has determined that no need exists for the Subject Property by the City or any independent agency; and

WHEREAS, the assessed value of the Subject Property is only $19.00 due to its proximity to Hogan’s Creek; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property between Church Street East and Duval Street East in the block just west of Palmetto Street, in Council District 7, known as R.E. Number 083315-2000 and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.


Authorization of sale in accordance with Chapter 122.
There is hereby authorized the sale of the surplus real property described in Section 1 in accordance with the provisions of Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Property to Hubbard House, Inc. at no cost, including a Quitclaim Deed, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized.
The provisions of Section 122.423, (Appraisal at or below $25,000) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, which direct the Real Estate Officer to negotiate the sale of property appraised at or below $25,000, are hereby waived so as to allow conveyance of the Subject Property to Hubbard House, Inc. at no cost. The Code is being waived in support of Hubbard House’s continued public service to the community.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

PROPERTY RESTRICTION
