AN ORDINANCE DECLARING PART OF R.E.# 069783-0000, A PARCEL ACQUIRED BY THE CITY IN 1999 AS PART OF THE ST. AUGUSTINE ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 5 AND 9, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; RECOGNIZING DISPOSITION OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL BY DIRECT SALE TO THE ADJACENT LANDOWNER, LAND TRUST 069784-0000, FOR THE APPRAISED VALUE OF $8,500 PURSUANT TO SECTION 122.423 (APPRAISAL AT OR BELOW $25,000) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares a part of R.E.# 069783-0000, in Council Districts 5 and 9, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. The parent parcel was purchased by the City as part of the St. Augustine Road Improvement Project in 1999 and was to be used as a retention pond. The pond has now been built and the Subject Parcel is considered excess real property as an unneeded residual portion of the original purchase.
Section 2.

Sale of Surplus Property pursuant to Section 122.423, Ordinance Code.  Pursuant to the provisions of Section 122.423 (Appraisal at or below $25,000) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, the subject parcel will be disposed of by direct sale for the appraised value of $8,500 to Land Trust 069784-000, the adjacent landowner. The adjacent owner, who paid for the appraisal of the Subject Parcel, is purchasing the Subject Parcel in order to provide better access and utilization of his parcels for the development of four single family homes. No further action by Council is necessary. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
