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ORDINANCE 2013-610-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, (1) A CITY DEED CONVEYING TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) A FEE SIMPLE PARCEL, PARCEL 157, FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE INTERSECTION OF SR9B AND CITICARDS WAY AND (2) A PERPETUAL EASEMENT GRANTING TO FDOT A PERPETUAL EASEMENT IN, OVER, AND UNDER PARCEL 814 FOR THE PURPOSES OF THE CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE OF A TRAFFIC SIGNAL MAST ARM AND RELATED EQUIPMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Fee simple parcel.
 There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a City Deed, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, conveying to the State of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Parcel 157, a fee simple parcel along Citicards Way near its intersection with Flagler Center Boulevard, in Council District 6. The fee simple parcel is for the purpose of the construction of the intersection of SR9B and Citicards Way.

Section 2.

Perpetual Easement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, granting to FDOT a perpetual easement in, over, and under a City of Jacksonville parcel of real property, Parcel 814, at the intersection of Citicards Way, Flagler Center Boulevard, and Veveras Drive, in Council District 6. The perpetual easement is for the purposes of the construction and maintenance of a traffic signal mast arm and related equipment.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
