A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING JIMMY A. HOLDERFIELD, DIRECTOR OF CORRECTIONS FOR THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE, FOR HIS YEARS OF DEDICATED SERVICE TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND ITS CITIZENS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jimmy  A. Holderfield was employed by the City of Jacksonville for over thirty-five years, faithfully serving as a member of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office; and


WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield, who grew up in Jacksonville and was a graduate of Paxon High School, graduated from Southern Illinois University with a Bachelor’s Degree in Workforce Education, and is a graduate of the FBI National Academy; and 

 WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield is well-known and respected throughout the Jacksonville community for his service as past Chairman of the Jacksonville Ethics Commission, 2010 CEO (Potentate) of the Morocco Shriners, Chairman of the Board of Directors for the City & Police Federal Credit Union, and numerous other civic organizations and boards; and

WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office in 1978 as a Correctional Officer and then became a Police Officer in 1980, serving in Zone 1 as a Field Training Officer and Motorcycle Officer; and


WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield was elected by his peers in 1987 as President of the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) Lodge 5-30 and during his tenure was also elected as the FOP Florida State Lodge President; and

WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield obtained the rank of sergeant in 1993 and was later appointed as Chief investigator for the City of Jacksonville’s General Counsel’s Office; and


WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield, under the administration of Sheriff Nathaniel Glover, was appointed as the Assistant Chief of the Community Corrections Division in 2001 and Chief of the Prisons Division in March 2003; and


WHEREAS, Jimmy A. Holderfield, under the administration of Sheriff John H. Rutherford, was appointed as Assistant Chief of Zone 5 in July 2003, then Chief of Personnel in 2006, and as the Director of the Department of Correction on November, 1, 2010; now, therefore
