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ORDINANCE 2013-640
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 3.51( ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 at 7408 AND 7411 Silver lake terrace, AND 7336 Atlantic Boulevard, BETWEEN arlington road and beckwith street (R.E. NO(s). 145170-0050, 145174-0000, and 145232-0000), AND OWNED BY GWW PROPERTIES, LLC AND WARREN ASPHALT, INC., AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-A (rmd-a) district and commercial community/general-2 (CCG-2) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT A BUILDING TRADES CONTRACTOR USE WITH OUTSIDE STORAGE OF CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND BUILDING MATERIALS AND RELATED USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE SILVER LAKE PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2013C-020; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2013C-020 and companion land use Ordinance 2013-639; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2013C-020, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-A (rmd-a) District and Commercial Community/General-2 (CCG-2) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Charles L. Mann on behalf of GWW Properties, LLC, and Warren Asphalt, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 3.51( acres of certain real property in Council District 4, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 3.51( acres of land (R.E. No(s).  145170-0050, 145174-0000, and 145232-0000) is located in Council District 4 at 7408 Silver and 7411 Silver Lake Terrace and 7336 Atlantic Boulevard, between Arlington Road and Beckwith Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by GWW Properties, LLC and Warren Asphalt, Inc.  The applicant is L. Charles Mann, Mann-Pellicer, 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, FL  32211; (904) 721-1546.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2013C-020, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-A (rmd-a) and Commercial Community/General-2 (CCG-2) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated August 13, 2013 and the site plan dated August  13, 2013 for the Silver Lake PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3. The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit a building trades contractor use with outside storage of construction equipment and building materials and related uses.
Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property”, is legaily described on Exhibit
t. The property is identified under Real Estate Numbers 145170-0050, 145174-0000, and
145232-0000, of the Duval County Tax Assessor's map. The property is titled in the name
of GWW Properties, L.L.C. and Warren Asphalt, Inc. The property contains 3.5 acres +- and
is located at the dead end of Siiver Lake Terrace, west off of Arlington Road. Currently, the
property has a CGC and MDR Land Use and a CCG-2 and RMD-A zoning. It should be
noted that R75-262 (exhibit M) rezoned a portion of the property from RM & CM to Ci. Also,
that E-75-94 (exhibit N). Granted the right of outside storage of construction materials and
equipment and fence materials to be transferable and run with the __title__ to the land.

in August of 1892 the Planning and Development Department issued a letter stating “that”
the asphalt operation was not allowed in the MDR land use designation but since it existed
prior to the adaption of the pian, the facility is considered a legal non-conforming use. (Copy
of letter is attached as exhibit 1).

Norih of the property the contiguous property is zoned CCG2 East and West of the Property.
the contiguous property is zoned RMD-A South of the property there is a large wet lands
zoned RMD-D. Since 1991 the property has been used by Warren Asphalt as outside
construction yard to store construction equipment used in road paving and construction
materials used in road paving. In addition there is office space on the site.

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JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project
will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community. The design and layout of

the PUD accomplishes the following:

A. Allows for a creative approach through the use of natural features of the site with
existing vegetation and existing TOPO;

B. Allows for an effective use of the land, resulting in lower development costs:
C. Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding area;

D. Supports the preservation of property values by providing needed services and support
for the surrounding residences and businesses in the area; and

E. Enhances the appearance of the area through the preservation of natural features,
vegetation, and by using existing TOPO and grade in order to develop the project. -

PUD PREVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. According to the Future Land Use Map Series
(FLUMSs) of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, the designated Land Use Category is MDR
& CGC. If the companies Small Scale Land Use is approved the site will have a CGC
Land Use. If the PUD is approved, the site will be consistent with the LDR tand Use
Category and the Comprehensive Plan.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The Property will be
developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville Concurrency
Management System Office {CMSO), and it has been assigned City Development
Number .

C. Allocation of Commercial Land Use. This is a commerciai PUD commercial iand use is

100%.

D. internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The proposed PUD coniains limitations of the

uses permifted on the subject Property as well as a common development scheme that
contains provisions or refief from the requirements for signage. landscaping, sidewatks,
and other issues relating to common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. The
site will have direct access to Silver Lake Terrace. The location of access points and
driveway connections are as they currently exist.
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External Compatibility/Intensity of Development. The Propenty is located in an existing
commercial area along Silver Lake Terrace. The aesthetic and design guidelines will
ensure a development that is compatible with and compliments recent activity in the
immediate area. The project allows limited commercial development compatible with
the uses located along Silver Lake Terrace.

Recreation/Open Space. Will not be required.

Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be permitted
through the local, state, and tederal agencies with jurisdiction.

Listed Species Regulations.

Ofi-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part 6 of the
Zoning Code or as otherwise exists subject to the review and approval of the Planning
and Development Department.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Will not be required.

Stormwater Retention. Retention shall meet the requirement of the City of Jacksonville
and aif other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water
Management District.

Utitities.  JEA will provide electric sewer, and waler, in addition there will be a private

sewer system

SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the Property, or any portion of the Property, shall be bound to all
the development standards and conditions of this PUD as contained herein and in the
Ordinancé approving the same.
