(1) On page 1, line 19, after “2013C-022;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S);”; and
(2) On page 3, line 11, strike “written description dated August 16” and insert “written description dated October 14”; and
(3) On page 3, line 12, strike “plan dated July 9” and insert “plan dated July 16”; and
(4) On page 3, Line 13, before “Exhibit 3” insert “Revised”; and
(5) On page 3, line 15½ insert a new Section 4 to read as follows:

“Section 4.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated September 19, 2013 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b) All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one (1.0) f.c. when abutting other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed thirty feet (30’- 0”). An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(c) The developer shall mount light fixtures on canopies so that the lens cover is recessed or flush with the bottom surface (ceiling) of the canopy.”; and
(6) Renumber the remaining Sections; and
(7) Strike Exhibit 3 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 3; and
(8)
On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 5.66 acres of property from CRO, PBF-2 to PUD.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of 103™ Street, Harlow Boulevard
and Como Road, substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all
access points is subject to the review and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or. occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
or entity.

3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs.

(1) Two (2) double faced or two (2) single faced signs not to exceed seventy-five (75) square
feet in area and thirty-five (35) feet in height.

(2) One (1) street frontage sign per lot (total of 2), not to exceed one (1) square foot for each
linear foot of street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area
for every two hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is permitted
provided such signs are located no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided
in the Zoning Code. Such freestanding signs shall be of a monument style, pylon style or
as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department, not to exceed
thirty-five (35) feet in height, and shall have architectural elements and design consistent
with the buildings with which they are associated.

(3) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
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frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted. -

(4) One (1) under the-canopy sign per occupancy, not cxceedmg a maximum of eight (8)
square feet in area per sign, is permitted.

(5) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.

D. Landscaping:

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code.

E. Recreation and Open Space:
Water will be provided by JEA.
Sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.
Electric will be provided by JEA.

G. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all then existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing the
general layout of the overall Property.
