Bill Summary: This bill appoints Barney E. Spann to the Enterprise Zone Development Agency Board, replacing Riyan K. Jackson as a representative of a local financial or insurance entity, for a first term ending December 31, 2016.

Background Information: The Enterprise Zone Development Agency Board is established pursuant to Chapter 501, Ordinance Code, and Section 290.0056, Florida Statutes, and charged to assist in the development and implementation of the strategic plan; oversee and monitor the implementation of the strategic plan and make quarterly reports to Council; identify and recommend to Council ways to remove regulatory barriers; identify to Council the financial needs of, and local resources or assistance available to, eligible business in the zone; and manage the implementation of the Empowerment Zone Strategic Plan.  Section 501.105, Ordinance Code, provides that the members of the board shall be appointed by the Council and at least one of the members shall be a representative from local financial or insurance entities.

Mr. Spann received a bachelor’s degree in business administration and account information systems from the University of North Florida.  He is a Technology Manager / Vice President with Wells Fargo Bank.  Mr. Spann has previously served on the Urban Core District Municipal Code Enforcement Board.  He resides in the Springfield area within Council District #7.
