Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s reappointment of Christina D. Leonard as a member of the Jacksonville Fire Museum Advisory Board, for a second three-year first term ending September 30, 2016.
Background Information: The Jacksonville Fire Museum Advisory Board is established pursuant to Chapter 31, Part 8, Ordinance Code, and charged to advise the Executive Director as to the administration of funds within the Fire Museum Trust Fund; advise the Executive Director with respect to the maintenance, operation and improvement of the Fire Museum; advise the Executive Director as to the needs, services and operation of the Fire Museum; and create, promote and sponsor programs to raise donations and obtain subscriptions to the Fire Museum.  Section 31.801, Ordinance Code, provides that seven members of the board are appointed by the Mayor, subject to confirmation by the Council.
Ms. Leonard received a master’s degree in public administration from the University of North Florida and is a Director of Operations and Curator with the Museum of Science and History.  She resides in Jacksonville Beach within Council District #13.
